Disclosures Relating to Interest Rate Risk

Interest rate risk is the risk that changes in market interest rates will adversely affect the
fair value of an investment. Generally, the longer the maturity of an investment, the
greater the sensitivity of its fair value is to changes in market interest rates. One of the
ways that the District manages its exposure to interest rate risk is by maintaining a
significant portion of District investments in short-term investments with the State
investment pool {ILAIF) and the County investment pool, which provides adequate cash
flow and liquidity as needed for operations.

Information about the sensitivity of the fair values of the District’s investments (including
investments held by bond trustee) to market interest rate fluctuations is provided by the
following table that shows the distribution of the District’s investments by maturity:

Concentration of Credit Risk

The investment policy of the District contains no limitations on the amount that can be
invested 1n any one issuer beyond that stipulated by the California Government Code.
Investments in any one issuer (other than U.S. Tredsury securities, mutual funds, and
external investment pools} that represent 5% or more of total District investments are
disclosed for concentration credit risk. As of June 30, 2008 the District had no
mvestments subject to credit risk since all investments were in external investment pools.

Investment in State Investment Pool (LAIF)

The District is a voluntary participant in the Local Agency Investment Fund (LAIF) that

1s regulated by the California Government Code under the oversight of the Treasurer of

the State of California. The fair value of the District’s investment in this pool is reported
in the accompanying financial statements at amounts based upon the District’s pro-rata
share of the fair value provided by LAIF for the entire LAIF portfolio (in relation to the
amortized cost of the portfolio). The balance available for withdrawal is based on the
accounting records maintained by LAIF, which are recorded on an amortized cost basis.

Investment in LA County Pooled Surplus Investments (LA Countyv Pool)

The District is an involuntary participant in the Los Angeles County Pooled Surplus
Investments (LA County Pool) which is under the direct authority of the Los Angeles
Treasurer and Tax Collector and governed by the California Government Code. The fair
value of the District’s investment in this pool is reported in the accompanying financial
statements at amounts based upon the District’s pro-rata share of the fair value provided
by LA County for the entire LA County Pooled Surplus Investment portfolio (in relation
to the amortized cost of the portfolio). The balance available for withdrawal is based on
the accounting records maintained by the Los Angeles County Auditor Controller, which
are recorded on an amortized cost basis.

A.

Description of Joint Powers Agency

The District participates as a member of the Vector Control Joint Powers Agency
(VCIPA). The VCIPA is comprised of thirty-four districts located throughout
California and is organized under a joint powers agreement pursuant to California
Government Code §6500 et seq. The purpose of the VCIJPA is to arrange and
administer msurance programs for the pooling of self-insured losses, to purchase
excess insurance or reinsurance, and to arrange for group purchased insurance for
group fidelity and other coverages. The VCIPA members are represented in the
governance of the agency through an elected Board of Directors which consists of
one member from each of the four regions (Coastal, Sacramento Valley; Southern
California and San Joaquin Valley) and two members from the MVCAC’s Trustee
Advisory Council.

Self-Insurance Programs of VCIPA

General Liability The District’s participation in the lability program of VCIPA
1s mandatory and periodic deposits/expenditures are paid by member districts and
are adjusted retrospectively to cover actual costs. The District has a retention
tevel of $25,000 per occurrence for liability and does not share or pay for losses of
other districts within this retention level. Losses incurred by the District which
exceed $25,000 up to $1,000,000 are pooied among all participating districts of
the VCIPA. VCIPA participates in an excess liability pool that provides coverage
to members above $1,000,000 to $24,000,000 per occurrence.

Workers” Compensation The District’s participation in the workers’ program of
VCIPA is mandatory and periodic deposits/expenditures are paid by member
districts and are adjusted retrospectively to cover actual costs. The District has a
retention level of $50,000 per occurrence for workers” compensation and does not
share or pay for losses of other districts within this retention level. Losses
incurred by the District which exceed $50,000 up to $500,000 are pooled among
all participating districts of the VCIJPA. VCIPA participates in an excess
workers’ compensation pool that provides coverage to members above $500,000
to $300,000,000 per occurrence.

C. Self-Insurance Programs of VCJPA, (Continued)

Property Damage and Auto Physical Damage The District’s participation in the
property and auto physical damage programs of VCJIPA are mandatory and
periodic deposits/expenditures are paid by member districts and are adjusted
retrospectively to cover actual costs. The District has a retention level of $500 per
occurrence for each of these programs and coverage limits of $10,000 for any one
loss for property damage and $30,000 per incident for auto physical damage.

D. Purchased Insurance

VCJPA offers and provides purchased insurance protection programs to its
members which are underwritten by several different insurance companies to
provide coverage for all-risk property, boiler and machinery, business travel
accident and group fidelity losses. Deductibles vary from $2,500 to $5.,000 and
various coverage limits apply depending on the purchased insurance. The District
has elected to participate in all of the above programs offered by VCIPA and the
premiums are paid annually with no retrospective adjustments,

E. Adeguacy of Protection

During the past three fiscal (claims) years, none of the above programs of
protection have had settlements or judgments that exceeded pooled or insured
coverage. There have been no significant reductions in pooled or insured liability
coverage from coverage in the prior year.

Defined Benefit Pension Plan

Plan Description

The San Gabriel Valley Mosquito and Vector Control District contributes to the
California Public Employees Retirement System (PERS), a cost-sharing multiple-
employer public employee defined benefit pension plan. PERS provides retirement,
disability benefits, and death benefits to plan members and beneficiaries. PERS acts as a
common investment and administrative agent for participating public entities within the
State of California. PERS issues a publicly available financial report that includes
financial statements and required supplementary information for the cost sharing plans
that are administered by PERS. Copies of PERS’ annual financial report may be obtained
by writing to 400 “P” Street, Sacramento, California 95814,

Contributions

Participants are required to contribute 7% of their annual covered salary. The District
makes the confributions required of District employees on their behalf and for their
account. Benefit provisions and all other requirements are established by state statute and
city contract with employee bargaining groups.

For each of the fiscal years shown below, the District has contributed at the actuarially
determined rate provided by PERS’ actuaries. Under GASB 27, an employer reports an
annual pension cost (APC) equal to the annual required contribution (ARC) plus an
adjustment for the cumulative difference between the APC and the employer’s actual plan
contributions for the year. The cumulative difference is called the net pension obligation
(NPO). The ARC for the period July 1, 2007 to June 30, 2008 has been determined by an
actuarial valuation of the plan as of June 30, 2005. The District’s covered payroll for
PERS was $1,317,881 for the year ended June 30, 2008, while the District’s total payroll
for all employees was $1,445,042 during the same period. In order to calculate the dollar
value of the ARC for inclusion in financial statements prepared as of June 30, 2008, the
contribution rate is multiplied by the payroll of covered employees that were paid during
the period from July 1, 2007 to June 30, 2008.

Year ended June 30, 2008

Budgetary Data

An annual budget is adopted by the District’s Board of Trustees establishing legal
expenditure limitations for the following fiscal year. If during the year the District is
going to exceed the established legal expenditure, approval is obtained from the Board of
Trustees and documented in the Board of Director’s Minutes. This budget is adopted for
the General Fund on a modified accrual basis, which is in conformity with Generally
Accepted Accounting Principles, GAAP, for governmental funds. Under GAAP, revenue
is recognized when it is measurable and available. Available is defined as being received
within 60 days of year end. Expenditures, under GAAP, are recognized when incurred.

A copy of the adopted budget is submitted to the Los Angeles County Board of
Supervisors and the Auditor-Controller.

Fiscal Impact

A permit fee of $400 and administrative staff costs.
Discussion

In mid January, the Sixth Circuit Court of Appeals ruled against the U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency (“EPA”) and struck down the EPA regulation that exempted aquatic pesticides from a
NPDES permit requirement.

The federal Clean Water Act requires a NPDES (National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System)
permit for any discharge of a pollutant from a point source into waters of the United States. In recent
years there has been uncertainty about the scope of this requirement as applied to aquatic pesticides
and, in particular, whether aquatic pesticides are “pollutants” within the meaning of the Act. Some
court cases have held that a NPDES permit is required for the application of aquatic pesticides to
water. (e.g., Headwaters, Inc. v. Talent Irrigation District (9" Cir., 2001) 243 F.3d 526; League of
Wilderness Defenders v. Forsgren (9™ Cir., 2002) 309 F.3d 1181).

In 2004, the State Water Resources Control Board (“State Board”) adopted two general NPDES
permits for aquatic pesticides, including one specific to vector control (Water Quality Order No.
2004-0008-DWQ). NPDES permits expire after five years. (40 Code of Federal Regulations



section 122.46) The State Board’s general permit for vector control was issued on May 20, 2004. It
therefore will expire May 20, 2009, except for a request to extend the permit for justifiable reasons.

In 2006, the EPA adopted a regulation providing that the application of pesticides to water of the
U.S. for pest control in compliance with the Federal Insecticide, Fungicide and Rodenticide Act
(FIFRA) is not a discharge of a pollutant requiring a NPDES permit. (40 Code of Federal
Regulations section 122.3, subsection (h)) Numerous lawsuits were filed seeking judicial review of
the EPA regulation. The environmental plaintiffs argued that the regulation is inconsistent with the
Clean Water Act and beyond EPA’s jurisdiction. The cases were consolidated in the Sixth Circuit
Court of Appeals (Ohio).

The legal and administrative actions may affect this District in the context of the pesticides we use
most frequently. If the Water Quality Control Board determines that applying pesticides to control
vectors constitutes introducing “pollutants” into waters of the US and requires a NPDES permit, our
use of Bacillus thuringiensis var. israelensis (Bti), methoprene (a synthetic hormone), Bacillus
sphaericus, and Golden Bear 1111 as larvicides will be impacted. Conditions of the permit require
a monitoring plan to detect residual “pollutants”. There currently is no test that can differentiate
between naturally occurring Bacillus thuringiensis and Bacillus sphaericus and the stains we use as
larvicides. Since we apply methoprene in parts per million, detecting residual byproducts would be
exceedingly difficult. Golden Bear 111 evaporates in 24-48 hours and may not require a monitoring
plan, which is ironic, given that it is the least discriminate and the last alternative our staff uses as a
pesticide.

The purpose of this proposed action is to afford the District some possibility of defense against a
legal challenge to our current practices. This is not “foolproof” by any means but the alternative of
the District financing an Environmental Impact Report is beyond our fiscal capacity.

Recording of Votes

Recording of the Minutes

During regular and supplementary Board meetings, the Secretary of the Board shall be responsible
for recording the minuteswith their entry into the current District minute book. Intheabsence of the
Secretary of the Board, the presiding officer shall appoint an acting Secretary to record the meeting
minutes, as shall also apply to supplementary meetings of the Board.

Amendment of Articles and Bylaws

majority vote of the quorum, provided that the proposed amendment is presented in writing and
reviewed by the Board under the agenda of at |east one prior meeting of the Board. Any amendments
so passed shall become effective with their entry into the minutes of the regular meeting.

Procedure Not Provided For

Procedures in conducting meetings of the District Board shall be in accord with the most recent
available edition of Roberts Rules of Order, except as otherwise noted in these articles, bylaws and
subsegquent amendments.

ARTICLEIV. OFFICERSAND THEIR DUTIES

President When necessary, the President shall be the officia representative of the District.

The President shall have the power to appoint standing committees, ad-hoc
committees and chairpersons subject to ratification by the Board of Trustees. The
President shall have other powers as delegated by the Board of Trustees.

The President shall be responsible for opening meetings promptly and for
administering the business of the day, expediently and with appropriate order and
decorum.
