Surveillance Activities during December 2008 

 
I. Mosquito Collections and Mosquito Pools 

 
No mosquitoes were collected in December. One mosquito pool from the city of Los Angeles 
was WNv-positive.  In 2008, 1,989 mosquito samples from 26 counties tested positive for WNV. 
 

II. Dead Birds 
  

No birds were picked up by District personnel in December.  The current statewide count for 
California in 2008 is 2,527 dead birds from 46 counties were WNv-positive.  
 

III.       Sentinel Chicken Sera 
 

No chickens tested positive for SLE, WEE, or WN viruses in the District during December. In 
2008 584 sentinel chickens from 129 flocks in 27 counties tested positive for WNv.  
 

IV. Human Illness 
 
Thus far for 2008, 411 human cases of WNv were reported in California from 25 counties. Los 
Angeles County reported 173 confirmed cases with 5 WNv-related fatalities. Fifteen additional 
fatalities were reported in 2008 were from Fresno (1), Orange (4), Riverside (4) and San 
Bernardino (1) counties.  
 

V. Horses and Rodents 
 

In 2008, 32 horses from 14 counties were reported WNv-positive, none from Los Angeles 
County. Thirty two squirrels (14 from Los Angeles County) from seven counties were WNv-
positive in 2008.

The CDC reported (December 16, 2008) 1370 human cases nationwide in the following 42 
states: Alabama (21), Arizona (109), Arkansas (9), California (411), Colorado (95), Connecticut 
(8), Delaware (1), Florida (2), Georgia (8), Idaho (33), Illinois (19), Indiana (3), Iowa (10), 
Kansas (38), Kentucky (3), Louisiana (36), Maryland (14), Michigan (17), Minnesota (21), 
Mississippi (99), Missouri (19), Montana (5), Nebraska (49), Nevada (16), New Jersey (7), New 
Mexico (9), New York (44), North Dakota (43), Ohio (20), Oklahoma (7), Oregon (16), 
Pennsylvania (14), Rhode Island (1), South Dakota (39), Tennessee (17), Texas (62), Utah (26) 
Virginia (1), Washington (2) West Virginia (1), Wisconsin (7), and Wyoming (8).  The 
following states reported 37 WNV-related fatalities: Arizona (5), California (13), Colorado (1), 
Idaho (1), Iowa (1), Illinois (1), Mississippi (3), Missouri (1), New Jersey (1), New York (6), 
Ohio (1), Pennsylvania (1), Texas (1), and Wisconsin (1).

The Independent Audit reflects positive financial progress by the District in FY 2008.  The following 
tables are summaries of reports in the Basic Financial Statement Booklet.

Beyond these facts, the Independent Auditor is obligated to comment on financial methods within the 
District.  The first of these is (08-1) in the transmittal letter; the recommendation to change from our 
current cash accounting to a modified accrual system.  This was discussed last year by the District’s 
Financial Committee which concluded accrual accounting was unrealistic based on our gross total funds.  
Irrespective of these facts, District staff believes that the Independent Auditor is professionally obligated 
to continue to make this finding.

Item (08 -1.b) and (08 – 1.c) are additional procedural items within the District’s processing, 
recordation, and reporting to the Board.  The Independent Auditor concludes these points with a 
recommendation that the District “implement and maintain” a complete self-balancing general ledger, 
and District staff agrees with this point as we indicated last year.  Our attempts to implement the 
recommendation using District staff and save the expense of the alternative to employ a secondary 
auditor to produce the recommended report(s) were unsuccessful. 
 
Item (08 – 02) discusses the District’s four checking accounts.  We have agreed to close one account 
which was formerly used for State of California grant funding.  A requirement of the grant was to 
deposit these funds in an account separate from the District’s general banking.  The other independent 
accounts include MVCAC’s Southern Region training and general purpose funds which is a temporary 
responsibility and the City of Industry donation to the District for a “living” classroom project.  Based 
on hopeful expectations of obtaining grant funds for these improvements these funds will likely also 
require separate accounting. 
 
Conclusively, the Auditor has done a commendable job and the Board Trustees may appreciate the 
Auditors closing statement that the “significant deficiencies” they denote are not material “weaknesses”.
