Operations Summary:

This report does not include pesticide usage for March as the reporting period concluded before
the end of the month. March’s pesticide usage will be included in next month’s report.

The department has completed the hiring of eleven seasonal employees in preparation for the
current season. Training is scheduled to begin the first week of April. These seasonal employees
will play a critical role in supporting field operations, including inspections, surveillance, and
treatment activities as mosquito activity increases.

The department is scheduled to initiate the first phase of the annual spring swimming pool
condition confirmation program scheduled for the first week of April. Residents will be notified and
asked to confirm that their pools are properly maintained to prevent mosquito breeding.

Black fly activity along the San Gabriel River increased significantly early in the year due to
unseasonably warm temperatures that accelerated breeding and population growth. Treatment
efforts began earlier than in previous seasons, with specialists conducting weekly applications.
Recent trap data indicates the beginning of a decline in adult populations, with continued control
anticipated in the coming weeks.

Routine mosquito surveillance is currently on pause for weeks 1 through 12 of the new year, this
trapping will resume on March 30™. While the department is responding to disease case reports at the
county health department’s discretion, the department has been evaluating internal reporting
measures, expanding analytic tools for the district and presenting at state/national conferences. Lastly
the department has continued its Eaton Burn Area mosquito surveillance through the Winter and plan
to continue this data collection through the 2026 mosquito season and beyond.

Black Fly Surveillance

Routine black fly surveillance was conducted during disease weeks 9 through 12. This surveillance was
conducted using EVS traps baited with carbon dioxide in the form of dry ice. During this period, black fly
abundance exceeded District action thresholds for multiple weeks and initiated additional black fly
treatments and weekly black fly surveillance.

In addition to the routine adult surveillance, the laboratory in conjunction with the operations
department have begun setting larval monitoring stations to proactively identify black fly development
in their earliest stages. This work is in its exploratory stages and we look forward to adding this metric to
our treatment protocols soon.

Eaton Burn Area

As of week 3 2026, the surveillance team has deployed Gravid and BG sentinel traps in proximity to and
within the Eaton burn scar to identify the risk of mosquitoes growing in this area compared to the
surrounding cities and the District. Additional surveillance parameters will be reported out on as they
occur, but the goal of this targeted surveillance is to identify the trend of mosquito development within
the burn scar and track significant changes in the population due to the wildfires.

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Outreach Summary:

Throughout March, the Communications Department continued its outreach and education efforts across
the District with a variety of stakeholders. District Manager Farned and Communications Director Medina
Diaz attended the Mosquito and Vector Control Association of California’s Legislative Advocacy Day in
Sacramento and had the opportunity to meet with legislators and staff from the San Gabriel Valley
Legislative Caucus. Additionally, staff coordinated with State Senator Rubio’s Office for her attendance at
the March Board of Trustees meeting. In addition to general mosquito and district education, staff
responded to an unseasonably early black fly surge in the San Gabriel Valley foothills. This consisted of
media, city engagement, and resident communications.

Education Specialists Hagele, Luna, and Outreach Assistant Garcia conducted Spring classroom
programs across the district. Additionally, the education program selected Mr. Matt Nasont from EL Roble
Middle School in Claremont as the 2025 Public Health teacher of the Year and will be recognized at the
Claremont Unified School District’s April Board Meeting.
