Operations Summary:

This report includes pesticide usage for February 2026.

The department is beginning the recruitment process to hire 11 seasonal employees for the 2026
season. These seasonal staff members will support operational activities as vector control efforts
increase in the coming months. Once onboarded, they will assist with property inspections,
mosquito surveillance, and treatment efforts to ensure proactive mosquito management throughout

the District.

Preparations are also underway for the spring swimming pool condition confirmation effort, which is
designed to identify and address neglected swimming pools that may serve as mosquito breeding
sources before peak mosquito season. These early-season activities allow the Operations
Department to proactively target potential habitats and reduce mosquito populations before
mosquito activity increases later in the year.

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Surveillance Activities

Routine mosquito surveillance is currently on pause for weeks 1 through 14 of the new year, this
trapping will resume on March 30'". While the department is responding to disease case reports at the
county health department’s discretion, the department has been evaluating internal reporting
measures, expanding analytic tools for the district and presenting at state/national conferences. Lastly
the department has continued its Eaton Burn Area mosquito surveillance through the Winter and plan
to continue this data collection through the 2026 mosquito season and beyond.

Black Fly Surveillance

Routine black fly surveillance was conducted during disease weeks 6 and 8. This surveillance was
conducted using EVS traps baited with carbon dioxide in the form of dry ice. During this period, black fly
abundance exceeded District action thresholds for both weeks and initiated additional black fly
treatments and weekly black fly surveillance.

Eaton Burn Area

As of week 3 2026, the surveillance team has deployed Gravid and BG sentinel traps in proximity to and
within the Eaton burn scar to identify the risk of mosquitoes growing in this area compared to the
surrounding cities and the District. Additional surveillance parameters will be reported out on as they
occur, but the goal of this targeted surveillance is to identify the trend of mosquito development within
the burn scar and track significant changes in the population due to the wildfires.

The current level of surveillance has not changed within the area and all thresholds of abundance
collections have remained below additional response actions.
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Conference Presentations

Three members of the San Gabriel Valley MVCD surveillance team will be presenting at the American
Mosquito Control Association’s (AMCA) Annual Conference in Portland, Oregon. The Director of
Scientific Programs will present, “Vector Control Response to the Eaton Wildfire: Lessons in Uncharted
Territory” the Vector Ecologist will present, “Vector control emergency response to the 2025 Eaton Fire*
and the Assistant Vector Ecologist will be presenting, “Creating Reports in Microsoft Power Bl using the
VectorSurv API*.

All presentations will be posted to the Districts website under the “In the Spotlight” tab. Below are the
titles and abstracts of those presentations.

Title: Vector Control Response to the Eaton Wildfire: Lessons in Uncharted Territory

Abstract: In January 2025, the Eaton Wildfire devastated the Altadena region of Los Angeles County,
destroying over 9,000 structures and leaving more than 1,400 swimming pools damaged and non-
functional. While wildfire recovery efforts typically prioritize housing, utilities, and health infrastructure,
mosquito breeding and vector control are often overlooked in early phases of disaster response. For the
San Gabriel Valley Mosquito and Vector Control District, the sheer number of compromised swimming
pools created an unprecedented public health challenge requiring immediate intervention.

With no prior disaster response in the agency’s history, the District rapidly developed and implemented
a comprehensive control, surveillance, and education strategy targeting non-functional swimming pools
within the burn area. This effort was supported by an extraordinary level of interagency cooperation.
Multiple avenues of reimbursement and assistance were pursued through local, state, and federal
programs, successfully securing vital resources to sustain the response. Strong relationships with health
care partners, legislators, and state agencies proved critical, generating key endorsements and logistical
support. Despite the scale and severity of the disaster, all control and surveillance objectives were
achieved during the first six months of response. The District’s rapid actions prevented mosquito
proliferation in a disaster landscape where traditional recovery frameworks had not accounted for
vector-borne disease risk. Importantly, this event underscored both the vulnerability of post-disaster
environments to vector breeding and the critical need to formally integrate vector control into disaster
recovery planning. The wildfire’s destruction created persistent mosquito habitats that will continue to
pose risks until fully remediated. Although reconstruction is progressing rapidly, long-term control and
surveillance remain essential. Strategic planning is underway to sustain these efforts and to ensure that
lessons learned from the Eaton Wildfire enhance preparedness, coordination, and resilience for future
environmental disasters.

Title: Vector control emergency response to the 2025 Eaton Fire

Abstract: In January 2025, wildfires in Los Angeles County, California spread into residential areas and
caused unprecedented destruction. The Eaton Fire destroyed thousands of homes in the San Gabriel
Valley. The San Gabriel Valley Mosquito and Vector Control District (SGVMVCD) responded to the area,
with particular focus on the thousands of damaged, unmaintained swimming pools. Existing surveillance
sites and control practices allowed for effective response through a rapidly evolving emergency.
Historical gravid trap surveillance sites were monitored weekly in addition to new sites in varying
proximity to the burn area. Trapping was later supplemented by BG Sentinels and emergence traps
placed in pools. Surveillance coincided with individual treatment of thousands of swimming pools with
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multiple long residual products and Gambusia mosquito fish. Abundance of the primary local west Nile
virus (WNV) vector, Culex quinquefasciatus, was monitored weekly and compared with historical data.
While Cx. quinquefasciatus abundance stayed within the expected range, other WNV vector species
increased in abundance. Emergence traps and CO2-baited BG Sentinels reflected the shift in abundance
and distribution of several Culex, Anopheles, and Aedes species. The results of the SGVMVCD response
to the Eaton Fire demonstrate how historical data and established control practices can be adapted in
response to an emergency that is not the typical flood-related mosquito emergency. The impacts of the
Eaton Fire will last for years, requiring continued adaptation of vector control practices.

Title: Creating Reports in Microsoft Power Bl using the VectorSurv API

Abstract: Vector control agencies rely on regular data reports to make informed decisions across
multiple departments. Compiling data and generating reports on a routine basis can be a lengthy and
repetitive process with opportunities for human error. At the San Gabriel Valley Mosquito and Vector
Control District a semi-automated method of generating surveillance reports has been developed using
Microsoft’s Power Bl and connecting it to the VectorSurv Gateway, a database where mosquito data is
entered and stored. This process involves melding and organizing data sources in Power Bl through data
manipulation and using the compiled data to set up calculations and visualizations such as tables, maps
and graphs, into a predetermined layout. After the report file is set up, the displayed calculations and
visualizations automatically update as the VectorSurv database is updated with new data entries.
Making new reports for isolated events also becomes a simplified process when the relevant data is
already compiled and organized. This method of generating reports has reduced the amount of time and
effort needed to produce complex deliverables and has improved accuracy by eliminating many
opportunities for human error.
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Outreach Summary:
The Communications Department is fully engaged in outreach and branding efforts. The department
prepared and presented a marketing and outreach plan outlying strategic efforts for the next year and half.
The strategic plan will help increase identity and brand awareness for the district, while increasing the
district’s presence at community events and across multiple stakeholder groups. Additionally, the
department is continuing its work to support SGV Mosquito Match’s launch in the summer.

The Vector Control Joint Powers Agency (VCJPA) Annual Workshop and Board of Directors
Meeting was held February 26-27, 2026. The two-day event combined strategic planning
discussions with formal Board action items.

The Annual Workshop focused on programmatic priorities, financial stability, and risk
management strategies for the upcoming program years. Discussions emphasized long-
term sustainability of the pooled liability, workers’ compensation, and auto physical
damage programs, as well as emerging risk trends impacting member agencies. The
workshop also served as the foundation for developing the Agency’s 2026 goals and
objectives, which were brought forward for Board consideration the following day.

The Board of Directors Meeting on February 27, 2026, included review and approval of
financial reports, claims paid listings, actuarial rate recommendations, and internal
financial statements.

Significant points learned of benefit to the District and its ratepayers:

The most significant thing | learned at the event was from a poster board about lithium-
ion power banks in gravid traps. | was interested in this because | did some testing on
lithium batteries with our BG traps and found that the fan power stayed consistent over a
24-hour period. I believe this would mean better catch rates and keep mosquitoes from
escaping. However, this poster board displayed their test results from lithium battery
powered gravid traps and found no significant differences between the catch rate of them
and the lead acid 6v batteries. The Coachella VValley MVCD did state that they will
continue to use lithium batteries due to their lightweight, cost effectiveness, and longer
battery life. | will contact Diana Ramirez with my data on BG traps and fan speed as she
notated that further studies of lithium-ion batteries in BG traps should be done to test
their effectiveness.

| also was able to see a drone capable of treating pesticides and it was huge! This along
with seeing the presentation on “Building a Mobile Drone Treatment System” gave me
an insight on how realistic it would be for our district to have our drone program. We
would need to outfit a truck with a large storage box to hold the huge drone as well as
multiple batteries. Contra Costa MVCD has also supplemented with an EV truck to
charge up the batteries between usage to save time and keep having batteries available. It
would be an expensive upfront cost to start this program but doing so can possibly help
us manage the San Gabriel River and the black fly population better. However, | believe
that we still have an issue inspecting the hard to navigate spots. We will easily be able to
treat, but | am unsure how we can go about inspecting. We can inspect the nearest area,
and if we find breeding we can assume the hard-to-reach area is also breeding, but | am
unsure how ethically correct that is.

Significant points learned of benefit to the District and its ratepayers:

It is validating when my personal observations align with established, urgent science. My intuition about
the deep interconnection between water, soil, air, animals, people, and vector control is exactly what Dr.
Cheryl M. Stroud and the One Health Commission advocate for globally.

Dr. Stroud, Executive Director of the One Health Commission since 2013, has been a leading voice
emphasizing that the health of people, animals, and the environment are inextricably linked—a concept
often referred to as a “ray of hope” for tackling modern health crises.

Here is how my observations directly connect with the One Health approach championed by Dr. Stroud:

« Mosquito and Vector Control: The One Health approach acknowledges that diseases such as
malaria, Lyme disease, and others are spread by vectors that cross environmental boundaries.
This requires collaborative, multi-sector solutions and “hand-in-glove” partnerships among
ecologists, veterinarians, and human health physicians.

« Soil, Water, and Air: The initiative recognizes that environmental contamination (soil to water,
air to soil) directly impacts the food chain and ultimately affects human and animal health.

e Global Interconnection: The One Health Commission, under Dr. Stroud’s leadership,
emphasizes that animals do not recognize national boundaries. This requires global cooperation
rather than isolated, siloed, or strictly national efforts.

e The Power of Collaboration: Dr. Stroud is known for “bringing people together” to break down
silos between veterinarians, physicians, and environmental scientists, transforming these
interconnected ideas into actionable, collaborative One Health Action Teams.

Dr. Stroud also spoke about the need for this holistic, “cradle to grave” understanding to ensure the
sustainability of the planet and prevent future pandemics by recognizing these shared connections.

I had a front-row seat to a truly special moment celebrating the SGVMVCD team.

The presentation to Tristin Hallum of the MVCAC Presidential Citation, along with SGVMVCD’s
presentation on the disaster response work following the Eaton Fire, highlighted the district’s leadership.
Gilbert’s quote, “we went to work on the plan while Jason got the money,” perfectly captures the spirit
that leads this district and showcases the seamless collaboration between the district’s operational and
administrative leadership.

Significant points learned of benefit to the District and its ratepayers:

In the 94 annual MVCAC conference there was a lot of interesting topics and innovative
tools for the future of vector control. This was by far one of the better or not the best
MVCAC conference I’ve attended by far. Our surveillance manager got an award that is
not given out every year, “Citation Award.” This award recognizes the outstanding work
that was done last season with the Altadena fires. The main achievement that was
accomplished was the securement of funds given by FEMA. This has never been done by
any other vector control agency and does set president for future vector control efforts.
Other vector control agencies can use the Eaton fire protocol to guide them in natural
disasters. Another interesting point I did recall being mentioned frequently was the need
for agencies to use drones as a viable tool. There would be an improvement in efficiency,
safety, and precision in mosquito management, in particular areas of inspection which are
difficult to reach like the San Gabriel River in our local canyons. Some other key
applications and benefits would be surveillance monitoring, a reduction in environmental
impact, and safety for technicians. There are some operational details that must be
investigated such as technology and aby by local and state regulations. Another
interesting presentation that caught my eye was one on the effect of the citronella plant
on aedes repellency (no effect) and the other was the purpose of wetlands and the
negative reputation on such environment. I really enjoyed the presenters’ emphasis on the
importance of wetlands in the environment. Finally, the most interesting thing that I
learned was that healthy, functioning wetlands often support lower populations of
disease-carrying mosquitoes compared to degraded or artificial water sources, a concept
supported by ecological studies.

Significant points learned of benefit to the District and its ratepayers:

The 94th Annual MVCAC Conference & Exhibitor Showcase, themed One Health, One Fight:
Connecting Vector Control to Global Health, reinforced the critical role vector control
agencies play within the broader public health system. Plenary sessions emphasized that
One Health is not simply a concept, but an operational framework connecting human,
animal, and environmental health. Presentations from the One Health Commission and
CDPH highlighted California’s growing integration of this model into surveillance, response,
and policy. The closing plenary, “Life After West Nile,” was a powerful reminder of the long-
term impacts of vector-borne disease.

I had the opportunity to moderate the symposium, Disaster Response in VVector Control,
which featured a comprehensive overview of the District’s response to the Eaton Fire. SGV
Mosquito staff presented on post-fire mosquito abundance and species shifts, field
operations innovation, crisis communications strategy, and leveraging media coverage to
secure multi-agency support. Additional presentations addressed FEMA and CalOES
reimbursement navigation, project documentation, regional mutual aid implementation,
and state and federal coordination, including CDPH and CDC perspectives. The session
demonstrated how preparedness, collaboration, and strategic communication
strengthened our regional response.

| also attended sessions on fiscal sustainability, strategic planning, vertebrate vectors of
public health importance, and emerging technologies such as Al-assisted community
response systems. Networking with colleagues statewide and engaging with vendors
regarding drones, communications platforms, legal services, and grant funding
opportunities provided valuable insight.

Significant points learned of benefit to the District and its ratepayers:

In-house mosquito pool testing costs to consider include the initial cost of equipment,
cost of maintenance and servicing said equipment, cost of consumables used by the
processes, and the cost of staff running the testing. Also consider optimizing the
efficiency of conducting these tests to get the best value of consumables, such as running
machines with full plates instead of incomplete when possible.

The availability of laboratory materials is susceptible to changes in laws. Styrofoam
product sales were banned in California in January 2025. While it was likely intended to
be an environmental positive, the ban complicated testing procedures for Methoprene,
which uses a standard of Styrofoam cups. Methoprene tends to stick to many types of
materials, which leads to reduced efficacy. This meant a replacement for Styrofoam cups
was needed for testing environments. Testing was conducted on a variety of containers to
find a suitable replacement for Styrofoam cups and found that polyethylene cups
performed comparably with Styrofoam, with polypropylene as an acceptable alternative.
Materials like paper and HDPE performed noticeably worse and are not recommended.
This test also streamlined some laboratory purchases as polyethylene is also used for
Spinosad testing and now both tests can use the same material cups.

Main/Sonoma MVCD developed a 3D printed gravid trap that performs comparably with
commercial gravid traps. The materials cost substantially less than the commercial trap.
The standardization and availability of replacement parts simplify maintenance and
repairs and provide better uniformity in traps. Also being able to reuse trap parts across
different 3D printed trap types reduces production time and overall costs.

Significant points learned of benefit to the District and its ratepayers:

MVCAC again expanded my understanding of vector control and the wide-ranging issues
across our state. Here at the District, our focus this year was largely on Eaton and Sterile Insect
Technique (SIT), among all our regular operations. It was amazing to watch the Eaton Fire
Symposia—although I was very much involved in the response, hearing the speakers from our
District explain all the details of our work, and hearing our partners that helped us navigate this
difficult time, illuminated how much work our District did to keep survivors and neighboring
communities safe. It was a proud moment to hear how much we had accomplished and recognize
that despite the devastation, our District was able to make history through our efforts.

[ was also inspired to think about future presentations by our residents. One of the
presentations at the conference was presented by two high school students working closely with
Coachella Valley and UC Riverside on the use of botanicals in underground storm drains. They
were absolutely inspiring and I would love our 8" grade Operation Mosquito G.R.I.D. students
or a G.R.L.D. teacher one day to present on the process and impact of our education programs.

The plenary was also excellent this year, sharing the importance of a One Health approach.
The presenters did a fabulous job of explaining how human, animal, and environmental health tie
together and provided illustrative examples of how this could be done to promote our mission.
For example, human vaccination clinics were paired with free pet vaccinations to increase
vaccination rates; two clinics, one convenient location. I plan to take this idea back to our team
to see how we can implement a similar strategy.

Lastly, I also leamed that multiple districts have now adopted SIT. It was particularly
interesting to hear about the issues that districts are experiencing and how they are navigating
these to find solutions. Greater Los Angeles was having issue with rearing their mosquitoes and
have since built a rearing lab inside a shipping container for more stable mosquito conditions! I
look forward to future talks sharing the outcomes of these efforts.

Overall, attending MVCAC was an educational experience. I leammed more about the methods
researchers and vector control agencies are implementing to tackle common control issues in
different ways. I truly enjoyed meeting and networking with staff of other districts and look
forward to contacting them to create a more robust curriculum for students in our District. Thank

Significant points learned of benefit to the District and its ratepayers:

This year’s conference featured many interesting presentations focused on new software
and Al developments. Given my field in data analysis, I especially enjoyed learning
about emerging technologies. The sessions covered a wide range of applications, from
software that automates data processing for mosquito collections to tools that help
districts streamline service requests through GIS. Overall, there were many engaging and
informative talks.

The presentation that stood out most to me was about an Al chatbot used by one district
to answer phone calls and intake service requests. While the implementation came with
some initial growing pains, the Al software improved rapidly and began meeting the
district’s needs very quickly. This technology has been a game changer, significantly
reducing the number of calls staff must answer. As a result, employees are freed up to
focus on auditing the AD’s interactions—reviewing calls to ensure quality and accuracy—
rather than handling every request directly.

In addition to the technology-focused sessions, two other presentations stood out. One
discussed a study on plants and their potential repellent properties; however, the results
showed that the plants tested were not effective repellents. The other presentation
addressed the challenges of mosquito control in cemeteries. When disease positive
mosquitoes are present, the task becomes especially complex due to the numerous
potential breeding sources and the need to carefully coordinate treatments. Ensuring all
cemetery staff are informed—while also being respectful of visitors paying their
respects—adds an additional layer of difficulty to an already demanding process.

Overall, a great experience, and excited for future opportunities.

Significant points learned of benefit to the District and its ratepayers:

This was the 3™ MVCAC that | have attended as an employee of the district. There were many
interesting and informative presentations that I learned from. One of the presenters spoke about
treating rice fields (lots of stagnant water) with Altosid P35 pellets via aerial treatment. [ found
this to be interesting because they spoke about using drone technology to perform said treatments
which were massive. This is considered a new technology in the field of vector control as most
previous treatments were done via airplane/helicopter. They did studies which showed that there
was a drastic reduction in mosquito populations in the treated areas. There were also great
presentations that touched on using essential oils as barrier treatments. They studied whether or
not different chemicals were effective at keeping adult mosquitos at bay. They advocated for
using these treatments in conjunction with other IVM methods. The essential oils were fairly
cheap by industry standards of chemical treatments and are still a potential innovation that can be
used by Vector Control agencies.

Another interesting presentation spoke about using WALS treatments at a cemetery in San
Diego. The San Diego Vector Control District found West Nile Virus in a mosquito sample and
decided to do Wide Area Larvicide Spraying in order to address the flower cup breeding there.
They spoke about the difficulties that arose when operating at such a facility, which I could
relate to due to my previous experiences with inspecting cemeteries and dealing with the staff
there. Another presentation I greatly appreciated was one given on the topic of the ecology of
coastal wetlands. The presenter was from UC Davis and spoke about eutrophication which is a
process that occurs in waters in which an excess of nitrogen and phosphorus overload an
ecosystem and causes algal blooms and dead zones for aquatic life. This intrigued me due to the
fact that in my area of work, I deal with large ponds/lakes that often have algae blooms, cattail
and tule growth, and I often can’t establish mosquito fish populations there due to various issues.
This presentation was very relevant to the work that I do and informed me of different things
than can happen in this type of ecosystem. I can implement these ideas when making decisions in
my field work.

Not only were the presentations interesting, but I
have always enjoyed speaking with colleagues from other districts on the challenges they
face and how they resolved those challenges. It is always enlightening to see the lates
mosquito control equipment, pesticides and technology offered by vendors. Timothy
Mann from Contra Costa MVCD gave a talk on building a mobile drone treatment system
which I found informative seeing that this is a direction our district is looking to go. The
drone their district uses is a PV40X capable transporting 401bs.

Fresno Westside MAD, gave a presentation on treating ricefields capable of producing
large numbers of Culex tarsalis. In 2025 they used Altosid P35 as the preferred lavacide
with a 35-day residual. The application rate used was 71bs per/acre and the PV40X drone
was used to apply the treatment. In speaking with the vendor from Central UAS
Technologies the company who sell the drones he able to give more specifics on the
drone capabilities and gave out some literature as well.

— Welcome to the future of mosquito and vector control, I found this session to
be beneficial in the long run to the district. With this new technology, such as
drones, it will help the district find and treat sources like the San Gabriel River
for black fly. This in turn will help minimize the abundance of black fly and
the amount of complaints coming into the district because the drone will be
able to treat areas where specialists are not able to access due to the terrain and
high levels of water. With the drone we can now view other areas within the
foothills where water streams run but are not accessible by the specialist and
now are able to treat those areas to control the black fly populations.

— Another benefit learned that can be beneficial to the district is the SIT program.
By releasing the WB1 male mosquitoes into areas where the aboundance of
wild Aedes Aegypti male mosquitoes are, this can help minimize and or
eliminate them can help prevent the risk of disease. In the beginning this can
be somewhat costly but in the long run this can save the district money because
less pesticide is used due to the control and less population.

Significant points learned of benefit to the District and its ratepayers:

In the presentation, Leveraging “Ally,” a Voice Al System to Enhance Operational
Efficiency and Community Response, I saw how the Alameda County Mosquito
Abatement District (ACMAD) used the Al assistant “Ally” in 2025 to improve
communication and response during a year when Aedes aegypti mosquitoes appeared in
multiple areas. Ally handled phone calls and website chats, provided residents with
information, and helped schedule inspections by connecting directly to the district’s work
order system. I was impressed by how it supported the 2025 Pool Projects initiative and
reduced staff workload while improving response times and resident satisfaction. Overall,
I observed how Al can strengthen operations and community engagement, and it is
something we will consider exploring for our own district.

“From Lab to Landscape” I saw how the Greater Los Angeles County Vector Control
District (GLACVCD) completed its second year of Aedes aegypti sterile male releases as
part of a Sterile Insect Technique (SIT) pilot project in the Sunland Tujunga community.
Each week from May through October, about 30,000 sterile males were released across
34 sites, and trap monitoring showed a noticeable reduction in adult mosquitoes and
lower egg hatch rates compared to the control area. I observed that while the SIT
approach continues to be effective, operational adjustments are needed for wider
implementation. Overall, the project demonstrated how innovative strategies can reduce
mosquito populations, and it made me even more excited to see how our program unfolds
this year.

- Wetlands have traditionally been associated with pests and diseases, generally
looked upon as wasteland to be developed. However, with research our
understanding of wetlands has broaden beyond the negatives to a partnership.
When ecosystems within wetlands are well managed or undisturbed, the benefits
are lowered population of vectors and transmissions of diseases to the human
population in proximity. Possible areas of future research can focus on cost
savings in treatments vs managing wetlands through non-treatment (no-pesticide)
methods.

- Drones have potential for use in adulticide treatments of hazardous or seasonal
areas where access by traditional technician and blowers can be ineffective. Their
use is limited by safety (no residents/property overflight), training in flying
drones, and their maintenance/calibration.

It was a great experience attending the MVCAC conference in Rancho Mirage. [t
provided an opportunity to learn about the most current studies in vector control as
well as seeing colleagues from other districts throughout the state. The Eaton Fire
presentations were my favorite since I took part in meetings and the pool
treatments. The talks were well received and I even overheard a moderator of
another symposium saying that the Eaton topics were her favorite. Here are a few
topics from other districts that | enjoyed:

On Tuesday, Jack Reney spoke about his experience as a West Nile Virus survivor.
He had acquired WNV in 2004 and spoke about how he had picked up an infected
bird that he suspected to have WNV. He had experienced severe symptoms from
meningitis and encephalitis and it took a year and a half to be able to walk again. Till
this day, he experiences Parkinson's-like symptoms. He is a big advocate for Vector
Control and stated that he “views vector control as guardians of the people that they
serve”. His emotional testimony ended with a standing ovation from the crowd.

My favorite talk from Wednesday was by Alfredo Verdugo from Fresno Westside
Mosquito Abatement District, about using residual methoprene to control
mosquitoes in rice fields. Traditionally, these fields were treated with a bacterial
pesticide (Bti) and his trials used Altosid P35 (active ingredient = methoprene). The
Altosid product has a 35 day effective range and a PV40X drone was used to apply
the treatments. Subsequent trapping resulted in a 84% drop in mosquito
population. It is always good to see how the terrain in other districts can vary from
what we experience day to day.

The MVCAC we were able to participate in this year had a clear focus on SIT and
outreach data to help inform residents of these new practices. There were some
Presentations that stood out and below are a few key details that I found important to our
district. A presentation on WNV Response in Cemeteries in San Diego County caught my
attention due to having large cemeteries in one of my cities that I manage (Pomona).
These sources require a lot of time and manpower to inspect or treat due to the area and
number of flower cups that require weekly maintenance. The key factor in this talk was
that it is vital to communicate and implement practices with Cemetary staff for long term
supression of mosquito breeding.

Another presentation I found important was focused on being camera ready when
speaking to the public. Although community events are a small part of a Field
Specialists’ job, being prepared to speak to the public at all times is crucial. Rehearsing
talking points and information will ensure the correct message and information is being
given to residents. If the message is clear and correct, not only will residents take that
information home with them but it will also further legitimize our district and our
message to the public. These days having someone record an interaction with a public
entity is more common. If field staff train to not focus on being recorded and focus on the
message they are spreading, it will make them even more effective with their work.

I attended the 94th Annual Mosquito and Vector Control Association of California (MVCAC)
Conference in Rancho Mirage, California. This annual statewide conference convenes vector
control professionals, public health leaders, researchers, and trustees to share information on
emerging issues, regulatory updates, scientific advancements, and operational best practices
related to mosquito and vector control.

A primary theme of this year’s conference was the “One Health” approach, emphasizing the
relationship between human health, animal health, and environmental conditions. Sessions
reinforced the importance of cross-disciplinary collaboration to improve surveillance,
prevention, and response to vector-borne diseases.

Significant points learned of benefit to the District and its ratepayers:

I was provided the privilege of attending and speaking at the MVCAC 94 Annual
conference in Rancho Mirage California. While there I presented in two symposia, in
Disaster Response regarding the Districts FEMA package and reimbursement and the
Stopping the Bite: SIT and the Future of Mosquito Control regarding the Districts historic
use of Wolbachia mosquitoes and our future release plans. [ was also honored by
receiving the Presidential Citation award by the organization for my work with the public
assistance organizations, FEMA and CalOES, as one part of the Districts Eaton fire
response plan.

One of the significant points I learned while there was the great effort continued to
be placed on OneHealth and its exemplary practices with public health overall. The key
note speaker and several of the additional presentations during the plenary session
focused on OneHealth and its implications for vector control and public health. Different
broad topics from Zoonotic disease transmission, to health messaging, syndromic
surveillance to health screening initiatives, Cheryl Stroud emphasized how OneHealth
incorporates several core messages when it comes to health prevention and each of these
initiatives become reliant upon one another in a public health setting. In this regard, one
of her takeaway messages was the reliance and necessity of relationships and
collaborations between organizations. When we bring our different topic experts together
do we have the opportunity to dive into the underlying causes of specific criteria causing
disease outbreaks, how they can be prevented or mitigated, what the immediate solution
can be after a crisis and what are the questions we should be answering post crisis.

Significant points learned of benefit to the District and its ratepayers:

This year’s MVCAC Annual Conference allowed staff from the District to showcase their emergency
response to a natural disaster — a response that is not typically experienced by many districts across the
state. However, with the increasing occurrences of drastic weather events, more vector control districts
are being tasked with navigating an emergency response system that is not systematically designed to
include vector control in emergency response. Through the Emergency Response Symposium,
SGVmosquito staff shared how the district responded across departments: operations, surveillance,
communications, and external relations. However, it also provided an opportunity to learn from the
agencies a district would need to interact with like the California Department of Public Health, California
Governor’s Office of Emergency Services, and Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.

The other symposium that was | thoroughly enjoyed was the Sterile Insect Technique (S.1.T) symposium
because districts across the state shared the progress and results of their pilot S.I.T. programs. While our
District’s program will be fully launched this summer, staff have been working over a year to develop a
program brand and conduct research on the performance of the SIT product we will be using. It was
interesting to see how novel technology that only a few districts were exploring a few years ago is now
being implemented across the state at many different districts. The research is conclusive — S.1.T. can be
effective in mitigating Aedes aegypti populations. However, the cost of scalability will continue to be a
deterrent to fully implement across a district’s service area.

Lastly, the New Technology symposium was fascinating. | enjoyed a presentation conducted by Alameda
County Mosquito Abatement District which presented on their incorporation of an Al personality — Ally.
Ally was not only a chatbot that would respond to questions through the website, it was also a part of their
phone services. Alameda district staff shared about their process to develop Ally, lessons learned, and the
time commitment required to implement an Al tool like Ally. I look forward to exploring how I can
implement or adapt some of these programs at SGVmosquito.

Purpose
The purpose of this report is to present proposed amendments to Policy No. 30 — Investments to the Board of

Trustees. The proposed amendments are limited in scope and are intended solely to ensure continued compliance
with current California Government Code requirements and investment policy best practices.

Background
Policy No. 30 — Investments establishes the District’s investment objectives, authorized investment instruments,

delegation of authority, and internal controls in accordance with California Government Code § 53600 et seq.

As part of the District’s annual investment policy review, the District’s investment advisory consultant, Optimized
Investment Partners, identified two items requiring policy updates:

1. A statutory update related to placement service deposits reflecting the Legislature’s extension of
expanded authority under Government Code 8 53601.8 through January 1, 2031.

2. A technical clarification related to the Local Agency Investment Fund (LAIF) to avoid referencing specific
dollar limits that may change over time.

Proposed Amendments
The two proposed amendments to Policy No. 30 include the following:

1. Placement Service Deposits (Gov. Code § 53601.8)
Updates Section 7 (Authorized and Suitable Investments), Item 5 to reflect the Legislature’s extension of
the expanded placement service deposit authority through January 1, 2031 and removes outdated
language referencing a January 1, 2026 reversion.

2. LAIF Reference Clarification
Updates the authorized investment table to remove the specific dollar cap reference for LAIF deposits
and instead references deposits as permitted by LAIF, consistent with best practice and to avoid future
policy revisions when program limits change.

Impact and Considerations
These amendments:
. Ensure continued compliance with current state law

. Align the policy with recognized public agency investment best practices

POLICY NO. 30 - INVESTMENTS

Section 1. Purpose and Scope

A. The purpose of this policy is to comply with the requirements of Cal. Gov. Code § 536007. and
to provide clear guidance for the investment of all monies of the San Gabriel Valley Mosquito
and Vector Control District (District). The District shall invest public funds in such a manner as
to comply with state and local laws; ensure prudent money management; provide for daily
cash flow requirements; and meet the objectives of the Policy, in priority order of safety,
liquidity, and return on investment. Under authority granted by the Board of Trustees, the
District Manager is responsible for investing the unexpended cash in the District Treasury.

B. The investment policy applies to all investment activities and financial assets of the District as
accounted for in the annual audit. This policy is applicable, but not limited to, all funds listed

below:

1. General Fund

2. Capital Funds

3. Other Special Revenue Funds, Debt Service Funds, Internal Service Funds

4. Any new fund created by the Board of Trustees unless specifically exempted.

Section 2. Prudence

A. The standard of prudence to be used by the designated representative shall be the “prudent
investor” standard and shall be applied in the context of managing the overall portfolio.
Persons authorized to make investment decisions on behalf of local agencies investing public
funds are trustees and therefore fiduciaries subject to the prudent investor standard which
states, “When investing, reinvesting, purchasing, acquiring, exchanging, selling, or managing
public funds, a trustee shall act with care, skill, prudence, and diligence under the
circumstances then prevailing, including, but not limited to, the general economic conditions
and the anticipated needs of the agency, that a prudent person acting in a like capacity and
familiarity with those matters would use in the conduct of funds of a like character and with
like aims, to safeguard the principal and maintain the liquidity needs of the agency”.

B. The District Manager and other individuals assigned to manage the investment portfolio,
acting within the intent and scope of the investment policy and other written procedures, and
exercising due diligence, shall be relieved of personal responsibility and liability for an
individual security's credit risk or market price changes, provided deviations from
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expectations are reported in a timely manner and appropriate action is taken to control
adverse developments.

Section 3. Objectives
A. The District’s primary investment objectives, in order of priority, shall be:

1. Safety: Safety of principal is the foremost objective of the investment program.
Investments shall be undertaken in a manner that seeks to ensure the preservation of
capital in the overall portfolio. The District shall seek to preserve principal by mitigating
the two types of risk: credit risk and market risk.

a. Credit risk, defined as the risk of loss due to failure of the issuer of a security, shall be
mitigated by investing in issuers that carry the direct or implied backing of the U.S.
Government (including, but not limited to, the U.S. Treasury, U.S. Government
Agencies, and federally insured banks). The portfolio will be diversified so that the
failure of any one issuer does not unduly harm the District’s capital base and cash flow.

b. Market risk, (aka “interest rate risk”) defined as market value fluctuations due to
overall changes in the general level of interest rates shall be mitigated by limiting the
maximum maturity of any one security to five years, structuring the portfolio based
on historic and current cash flow analysis eliminating the need to sell securities prior
to maturity and avoiding the purchase of long-term securities for the sole purpose of
short-termspeculation. Moreover, it is the District’s full intent, at the time of purchase,
to hold all investments until maturity to ensure the return of all invested principal
dollars. Limited exceptions will be granted for security swaps that would improve the
portfolio’s yield and/or credit quality.

2. _Liquidity: The District’s investment portfolio will remain sufficiently liquid to enable the
District to meet all operating requirements which might be reasonably anticipated.

3. Return on Investments: The District’s investment portfolio shall have the objective of
attaining a comparative performance measurement or an acceptable rate of return
throughout budgetary and economic cycles. These measurements should be
commensurate with the District’s investment risk constraints identified in this policy and
the cash flow characteristics of the portfolio.

Section 4. Delegation of Authority

A. The Board of Trustees delegates to the District Manager and Treasurer the primary
responsibility for the District’s investment program and the authority to make investments on
behalf of the District. The Finance and Audit Committee shall exercise oversight
responsibilities pertaining to District investments and provide recommendations to the Board
regarding the investment program. The Board of Trustees will retain ultimate fiduciary
responsibility for the portfolio. The Board will receive monthly reports of all investment
transactions and review the investment policy annually making any changes necessary by
adoption. The Director of Administrative Services has the authority to facilitate and manage
investments on the District’s behalf, solely under the direction of the District Manager. All
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investments of the District shall be approved by the District Manager and Treasurer. No person
may engage in an investment transaction except as provided under the terms of this policy
and the procedures established by the District Manager and Treasurer.

Section 5. Ethics and Conflicts of Interest

A. Officers and employees involved in the investment process shall refrain from personal
business activity that conflicts with proper execution of the investment program or impairs
their ability to make impartial investment decisions. Additionally, the District Manager and
the Director of Administrative Services are required to annually file applicable financial
disclosures as required by the Fair Political Practices Commission (FPPC)*. Furthermore,
Investment officials must refrain from undertaking personal investment transactions with the
same individual(s) employed by the financial institution with whom business is conducted on
behalf of the District.

Section 6. Authorized Dealers and Institutions

A. The District Manager will maintain a list of approved financial institutions authorized to
provide investment services to the District. These may include “primary” dealers or regional
dealers that qualify under Securities & Exchange Commission Rule 15C3-1*. Best practices
include the following:

1. Adetermination that all approved broker/dealer firms, and individuals covering the public
agency, are reputable and trustworthy;

2. The broker/dealer firms should have the ability to meet all their financial obligations in
dealing with the Public Agency;

3. The firms, and individuals covering the agency, should be knowledgeable and experienced
in Public Agency investing and the investment products involved;

4. No public deposit shall be made except in a qualified public depository as established by
the established state laws;

5. All financial institutions and broker/dealers who desire to conduct investment
transactions with the District shall supply the District Manager with audited financial
statements, proof of FINRA certification, trading resolution, proof of State of California
registration, a completed broker/dealer questionnaire, certification of having read the
Public Agency’s investment policy and depository contracts.

B. The District Manager shall conduct an annual review of the financial condition and
registrations of qualified dealers & institutions.

Section 7. Authorized and Suitable Investments

A. Investment of District funds is governed by the Cal. Gov. Code § 536007. Within the context
of the limitations, the following investments are authorized, as further limited herein:
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1. United States Treasury Bills, Bonds, and Notes or those for which the full faith and credit
of the United States are pledged for payment of principal and interest. There is no
percentage limitation of the portfolio that can be invested in this category, although a five-
year maturity limitation is applicable.

2. Federal agency or United States government-sponsored enterprise obligations,
participations, or other instruments, including those issued by or fully guaranteed as to
principal and interest by federal agencies or United States government-sponsored
enterprises.

3. Local Agency Investment Fund (LAIF), which is a State of California managed investment
pool, and Los Angeles County Investment pool, may be used up to the maximum
permitted by California State Law.

4. Negotiable Certificates of Deposit issued by nationally or state-chartered banks (FDIC
insured institutions) or state or federal savings institutions. Purchases of negotiable
certificates of deposit may not exceed 30% of total portfolio. Principal and accrued
interest on these investments must not exceed the $250,000 FDIC insurance limit. A
maturity limitation of five years is applicable.

5. Time deposits or placement service deposits, non-negotiable and collateralized in

accordance with California. Government Code § 53601.8, may be purchased through
banks, savings and loan associations, or federally insured credit unions.

Deposits placed through a private-sector placement service shall not exceed fifty percent
(50%) of the agency’s total investment portfolio at the time of purchase, as permitted
under Government Code § 53601.8.

Principal and accrued interest shall be fully insured by the Federal Deposit Insurance
Corporation (FDIC) or the National Credit Union Administration (NCUA), or collateralized
in accordance with state law. Negotiable certificates of deposit authorized under
Government Code § 53601(i) are excluded from this limitation.
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This authority remains in effect through January 1, 2031, unless extended by further

legislative action.

6. Various daily money market funds administered for or by trustees, paying agents and
custodian banks contracted by the San Gabriel Valley Mosquito and Vector Control District
may be purchased as allowed under the State of California Government Code. Only funds
holding U.S. Treasury or Government agency obligations can be used.

Section 8. Investment Pools / Money Market Funds

A. A thorough investigation of the investment pool/money market fund is required prior to
investing, and on a continual basis. Best efforts will be made to acquire the following

information:

1. A description of eligible investment securities, and a written statement of investment
policy and objectives.

2. A description of interest calculations and how it is distributed, and how gains and losses

are treated.
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3. Adescription of how the securities are safeguarded (including the settlement processes),
and how often the securities are priced and the program audited.

4. A description of who may invest in the program, how often, what size deposit and
withdrawal are allowed.

5. A schedule for receiving statements and portfolio listings.

6. Are reserves, retained earnings, etc. utilized by the pool/fund?

7. A fee schedule, and when and how is it assessed.

8. Is the pool/fund eligible for bond proceeds and/or will it accept such proceeds?
Section 9. Collateralization

A. Collateralization will be required on two types of investments: non-negotiable certificates of
deposit and repurchase (and reverse repurchase) agreements. To anticipate market changes
and provide a level of security for all funds, the collateralization level will be 110% of market
value for non-negotiable certificate of deposit and 102% for reverse repurchase agreements
of principal and accrued interest.

B. Collateral will always be held by an independent third party with whom the entity has a
current custodial agreement. A clearly marked evidence of ownership (safekeeping receipt)
must be supplied to the entity and retained.

C. The District may waive the collateralization requirements for any portion of the deposit that
is covered by Federal Deposit Insurance.

Section 10. Safekeeping and Custody

A. All security transactions shall be conducted on a delivery-versus-payment (DVP) basis.
Securities will be held by a third-party custodian designated by the Treasurer and evidenced
by safekeeping receipts.

Section 11. Diversification

A. The District shall diversify the investments within the portfolio to avoid incurring
unreasonable risks inherent in over-investing in specific instruments, individual financial
institutions, or maturities. To promote diversification, no more than 5% of the portfolio may
be invested in the securities of any one issuer, regardless of security type, excluding U.S.
Treasuries, federal agencies, and pooled investments such as LAIF, money market funds, or
local government investment pools.

Section 12. Maximum Maturities

A. To the extent possible, the San Gabriel Valley Mosquito and Vector Control District will
attempt to match its investments with anticipated cash flow requirements. Unless matched
to a specific cash flow, the District will not directly invest in securities maturing more than five
(5) years from the date of purchase. Any investment longer than five (5) years must be done
with advance permission from Board of Trustees.
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Section 13. Internal Controls

A. The District Manager is responsible for establishing and maintaining an internal control
structure designed to ensure that the assets of the District are protected from loss, theft,
fraud, or misuse.

B. Separation of functions between the District’s District Manager or Director of Administrative
Services is designed to provide an ongoing internal review to prevent the potential for
converting assets or concealing transactions.

C. Approved investment decisions are communicated to staff through the District Manager,
executed by the Accounting Specialist, and confirmed by the Director of Administrative
Services. All wire transfers initiated by the Accounting Specialist/Director of Administrative
Services must be reconfirmed by the appropriate financial institution to the District Manager.
Proper documentation obtained from confirmation and cash disbursement wire transfers is
required for each investment transaction. Timely bank reconciliation is conducted to ensure
proper handling of all transactions.

D. The investment portfolio and all related transactions are reviewed and balanced to
appropriate general ledger accounts by the Director of Administrative Services monthly. An
independent analysis by an external auditor shall be conducted annually to review and
perform procedure testing on the District’s cash and investments that have a material impact
on the financial statements. The District Manager shall review and assure compliance with
investment process and procedures.

Section 14. Reporting

A. The District’s Treasurer shall report monthly to the Board of Trustees the following
information:

1. Investment type (e.g., U.S. Treasury Note, U.S. Government Agency Bond)

2. Name of the issuer (e.g., Federal Farm Credit Bank, Federal Home Loan Bank)
3. Maturity date

4. Yield to maturity

5. Current market value and source of market value

6. Par and dollar amount for each security the District has invested in

7. Par and dollar amount on any money held by the District (e.g., LAIF balance, Cash
Balance).

8. Compliance of the portfolio to the investment policy, or manner in which the portfolio is
not in compliance.

9. A statement denoting the ability of the District to meet its expenditure requirements for
the next six months or provide an explanation as to why sufficient money shall (or may
not) be available.
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Section 15. Investment Policy Adoption and Revision

A. This Investment Policy shall be reviewed and adopted annually by the Board of Trustees for
relevance to ensure that all investments made are in compliance with state and local codes
and laws and are consistent with current financial trends.

POLICY NO. 30 — INVESTMENTS

Section 1. Purpose and Scope

A. The purpose of this policy is to comply with the requirements of Cal. Gov. Code § 536007. and
to provide clear guidance for the investment of all monies of the San Gabriel Valley Mosquito
and Vector Control District (District). The District shall invest public funds in such a manner as
to comply with state and local laws; ensure prudent money management; provide for daily
cash flow requirements; and meet the objectives of the Policy, in priority order of safety,
liquidity, and return on investment. Under authority granted by the Board of Trustees, the
District Manager is responsible for investing the unexpended cash in the District Treasury.

B. The investment policy applies to all investment activities and financial assets of the District as
accounted for in the annual audit. This policy is applicable, but not limited to, all funds listed
below:

1. General Fund

2. Capital Funds

3. Other Special Revenue Funds, Debt Service Funds, Internal Service Funds

4. Any new fund created by the Board of Trustees unless specifically exempted.

Section 2. Prudence

A. The standard of prudence to be used by the designated representative shall be the “prudent
investor” standard and shall be applied in the context of managing the overall portfolio.
Persons authorized to make investment decisions on behalf of local agencies investing public
funds are trustees and therefore fiduciaries subject to the prudent investor standard which
states, “When investing, reinvesting, purchasing, acquiring, exchanging, selling, or managing
public funds, a trustee shall act with care, skill, prudence, and diligence under the
circumstances then prevailing, including, but not limited to, the general economic conditions
and the anticipated needs of the agency, that a prudent person acting in a like capacity and
familiarity with those matters would use in the conduct of funds of a like character and with
like aims, to safeguard the principal and maintain the liquidity needs of the agency”.

B. The District Manager and other individuals assigned to manage the investment portfolio,
acting within the intent and scope of the investment policy and other written procedures, and
exercising due diligence, shall be relieved of personal responsibility and liability for an
individual security's credit risk or market price changes, provided deviations from
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expectations are reported in a timely manner and appropriate action is taken to control
adverse developments.

Section 3. Objectives
A. The District’s primary investment objectives, in order of priority, shall be:

1. Safety: Safety of principal is the foremost objective of the investment program.
Investments shall be undertaken in a manner that seeks to ensure the preservation of
capital in the overall portfolio. The District shall seek to preserve principal by mitigating
the two types of risk: credit risk and market risk.

a. Credit risk, defined as the risk of loss due to failure of the issuer of a security, shall be
mitigated by investing in issuers that carry the direct or implied backing of the U.S.
Government (including, but not limited to, the U.S. Treasury, U.S. Government
Agencies, and federally insured banks). The portfolio will be diversified so that the
failure of any one issuer does not unduly harm the District’s capital base and cash flow.

b. Market risk, (aka “interest rate risk”) defined as market value fluctuations due to
overall changes in the general level of interest rates shall be mitigated by limiting the
maximum maturity of any one security to five years, structuring the portfolio based
on historic and current cash flow analysis eliminating the need to sell securities prior
to maturity and avoiding the purchase of long-term securities for the sole purpose of
short-term speculation. Moreover, it is the District’s full intent, at the time of purchase,
to hold all investments until maturity to ensure the return of all invested principal
dollars. Limited exceptions will be granted for security swaps that would improve the
portfolio’s yield and/or credit quality.

2. Liquidity: The District’s investment portfolio will remain sufficiently liquid to enable the
District to meet all operating requirements which might be reasonably anticipated.

3. Return on Investments: The District’s investment portfolio shall have the objective of
attaining a comparative performance measurement or an acceptable rate of return
throughout budgetary and economic cycles. These measurements should be
commensurate with the District’s investment risk constraints identified in this policy and
the cash flow characteristics of the portfolio.

Section 4. Delegation of Authority

A. The Board of Trustees delegates to the District Manager and Treasurer the primary
responsibility for the District’s investment program and the authority to make investments on
behalf of the District. The Finance and Audit Committee shall exercise oversight
responsibilities pertaining to District investments and provide recommendations to the Board
regarding the investment program. The Board of Trustees will retain ultimate fiduciary
responsibility for the portfolio. The Board will receive monthly reports of all investment
transactions and review the investment policy annually making any changes necessary by
adoption. The Director of Administrative Services has the authority to facilitate and manage
investments on the District’s behalf, solely under the direction of the District Manager. All
investments of the District shall be approved by the District Manager and Treasurer. No person
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may engage in an investment transaction except as provided under the terms of this policy
and the procedures established by the District Manager and Treasurer.

Section 5. Ethics and Conflicts of Interest

A. Officers and employees involved in the investment process shall refrain from personal
business activity that conflicts with proper execution of the investment program or impairs
their ability to make impartial investment decisions. Additionally, the District Manager and
the Director of Administrative Services are required to annually file applicable financial
disclosures as required by the Fair Political Practices Commission (FPPC)*. Furthermore,
Investment officials must refrain from undertaking personal investment transactions with the
same individual(s) employed by the financial institution with whom business is conducted on
behalf of the District.

Section 6. Authorized Dealers and Institutions

A. The District Manager will maintain a list of approved financial institutions authorized to
provide investment services to the District. These may include “primary” dealers or regional
dealers that qualify under Securities & Exchange Commission Rule 15C3-1*. Best practices
include the following:

1. Adetermination that all approved broker/dealer firms, and individuals covering the public
agency, are reputable and trustworthy;

2. The broker/dealer firms should have the ability to meet all their financial obligations in
dealing with the Public Agency;

3. The firms, and individuals covering the agency, should be knowledgeable and experienced
in Public Agency investing and the investment products involved;

4. No public deposit shall be made except in a qualified public depository as established by
the established state laws;

5. All financial institutions and broker/dealers who desire to conduct investment
transactions with the District shall supply the District Manager with audited financial
statements, proof of FINRA certification, trading resolution, proof of State of California
registration, a completed broker/dealer questionnaire, certification of having read the
Public Agency’s investment policy and depository contracts.

B. The District Manager shall conduct an annual review of the financial condition and
registrations of qualified dealers & institutions.

Section 7. Authorized and Suitable Investments

A. Investment of District funds is governed by the Cal. Gov. Code § 536007. Within the context
of the limitations, the following investments are authorized, as further limited herein:

1. United States Treasury Bills, Bonds, and Notes or those for which the full faith and credit
of the United States are pledged for payment of principal and interest. There is no
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percentage limitation of the portfolio that can be invested in this category, although a five-
year maturity limitation is applicable.

Federal agency or United States government-sponsored enterprise obligations,
participations, or other instruments, including those issued by or fully guaranteed as to
principal and interest by federal agencies or United States government-sponsored
enterprises.

Local Agency Investment Fund (LAIF), which is a State of California managed investment
pool, and Los Angeles County Investment pool, may be used up to the maximum
permitted by California State Law.

Negotiable Certificates of Deposit issued by nationally or state-chartered banks (FDIC
insured institutions) or state or federal savings institutions. Purchases of negotiable
certificates of deposit may not exceed 30% of total portfolio. Principal and accrued
interest on these investments must not exceed the $250,000 FDIC insurance limit. A
maturity limitation of five years is applicable.

Time deposits or placement service deposits, non-negotiable and collateralized in
accordance with the California Government Code, may be purchased through banks or
savings and loan associations. Since time deposits are not liquid, no more than 50% of the
investment portfolio may be invested in this investment type. A maturity limitation of five
years is applicable. Effective January 1, 2020, no more than 50 percent of the agency’s
money may be invested in deposits, including certificates of deposit, through a placement
service as authorized under Cal. Gov. Code § 53601.8711 (excludes negotiable certificates
of deposit authorized under Cal. Gov. Code § 53601(i)*1*f. On January 1, 2026, the
maximum percentage of the portfolio reverts to 30 percent. Investments made pursuant
to Cal. Gov. Code § 53635.81111 remain subject to a maximum of 30 percent of the
portfolio.

Various daily money market funds administered for or by trustees, paying agents and
custodian banks contracted by the San Gabriel Valley Mosquito and Vector Control District
may be purchased as allowed under the State of California Government Code. Only funds
holding U.S. Treasury or Government agency obligations can be used.

Section 8. Investment Pools / Money Market Funds

A. A thorough investigation of the investment pool/money market fund is required prior to
investing, and on a continual basis. Best efforts will be made to acquire the following

information:

1. A description of eligible investment securities, and a written statement of investment
policy and objectives.

2. A description of interest calculations and how it is distributed, and how gains and losses

are treated.

3. Adescription of how the securities are safeguarded (including the settlement processes),
and how often the securities are priced and the program audited.

4, A description of who may invest in the program, how often, what size deposit and
withdrawal are allowed.

5. A schedule for receiving statements and portfolio listings.

6. Are reserves, retained earnings, etc. utilized by the pool/fund?

7. A fee schedule, and when and how is it assessed.

8. Is the pool/fund eligible for bond proceeds and/or will it accept such proceeds?
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Section 9. Collateralization

A. Collateralization will be required on two types of investments: non-negotiable certificates of
deposit and repurchase (and reverse repurchase) agreements. To anticipate market changes
and provide a level of security for all funds, the collateralization level will be 110% of market
value for non-negotiable certificate of deposit and 102% for reverse repurchase agreements
of principal and accrued interest.

B. Collateral will always be held by an independent third party with whom the entity has a
current custodial agreement. A clearly marked evidence of ownership (safekeeping receipt)
must be supplied to the entity and retained.

C. The District may waive the collateralization requirements for any portion of the deposit that
is covered by Federal Deposit Insurance.

Section 10. Safekeeping and Custody

A. All security transactions shall be conducted on a delivery-versus-payment (DVP) basis.
Securities will be held by a third-party custodian designated by the Treasurer and evidenced
by safekeeping receipts.

Section 11. Diversification

A. The District shall diversify the investments within the portfolio to avoid incurring
unreasonable risks inherent in over-investing in specific instruments, individual financial
institutions, or maturities. To promote diversification, no more than 5% of the portfolio may
be invested in the securities of any one issuer, regardless of security type, excluding U.S.
Treasuries, federal agencies, and pooled investments such as LAIF, money market funds, or
local government investment pools.

Section 12. Maximum Maturities

A. To the extent possible, the San Gabriel Valley Mosquito and Vector Control District will
attempt to match its investments with anticipated cash flow requirements. Unless matched
to a specific cash flow, the District will not directly invest in securities maturing more than five
(5) years from the date of purchase. Any investment longer than five (5) years must be done
with advance permission from Board of Trustees.

Section 13. Internal Controls

A. The District Manager is responsible for establishing and maintaining an internal control
structure designed to ensure that the assets of the District are protected from loss, theft,
fraud, or misuse.

B. Separation of functions between the District’s District Manager or Director of Administrative
Services is designed to provide an ongoing internal review to prevent the potential for
converting assets or concealing transactions.

C. Approved investment decisions are communicated to staff through the District Manager,
executed by the Accounting Specialist, and confirmed by the Director of Administrative
Services. All wire transfers initiated by the Accounting Specialist/Director of Administrative

Services must be reconfirmed by the appropriate financial institution to the District Manager.
Proper documentation obtained from confirmation and cash disbursement wire transfers is
required for each investment transaction. Timely bank reconciliation is conducted to ensure
proper handling of all transactions.

D. The investment portfolio and all related transactions are reviewed and balanced to
appropriate general ledger accounts by the Director of Administrative Services monthly. An
independent analysis by an external auditor shall be conducted annually to review and
perform procedure testing on the District’s cash and investments that have a material impact
on the financial statements. The District Manager shall review and assure compliance with
investment process and procedures.

Section 14. Reporting

A. The District’s Treasurer shall report monthly to the Board of Trustees the following
information:

1. Investment type (e.g., U.S. Treasury Note, U.S. Government Agency Bond)

2. Name of the issuer (e.g., Federal Farm Credit Bank, Federal Home Loan Bank)
3. Maturity date

4. Yield to maturity

5. Current market value and source of market value

6. Par and dollar amount for each security the District has invested in

7. Par and dollar amount on any money held by the District (e.g., LAIF balance, Cash
Balance).

8. Compliance of the portfolio to the investment policy, or manner in which the portfolio is
not in compliance.

9. A statement denoting the ability of the District to meet its expenditure requirements for
the next six months or provide an explanation as to why sufficient money shall (or may
not) be available.

Section 15. Investment Policy Adoption and Revision

A. This Investment Policy shall be reviewed and adopted annually by the Board of Trustees for
relevance to ensure that all investments made are in compliance with state and local codes
and laws and are consistent with current financial trends.

Purpose
The purpose of this report is to recommend adoption of Resolution No. 2026-02, electing the District to become

subject to the Uniform Public Construction Cost Accounting Act (UPCCAA), and approval of Policy No. 43 —
Purchasing System and Public Projects, which establishes updated procurement, purchasing, and public works
procedures consistent with current state law and best practices for California special districts.

Background
The San Gabriel Valley Mosquito and Vector Control District is authorized under the Mosquito Abatement and

Vector Control District Law (Health & Safety Code §2000 et seq.) to procure supplies, equipment, services, and to
construct, repair, and maintain public works necessary to protect public health.

Existing District purchasing policies and procedures have not been comprehensively updated in many years and
do not fully reflect current statutory thresholds, modern procurement practices, or the alternative bidding
procedures available to public agencies under the UPCCAA (Public Contract Code §22000 et seq.).

The UPCCAA establishes clear, standardized, and statutorily defined cost thresholds for public works projects,
providing a consistent framework for determining when formal or informal bidding procedures apply while
maintaining transparency and fiscal accountability. To utilize these procedures, the District must formally elect to
become subject to the Act by resolution and adopt compliant policies governing informal bidding and public
project procurement.

Proposed Action
Resolution No. 2026-02 accomplishes the following actions:
= Elects the District to become subject to the Uniform Public Construction Cost Accounting Act.

» Adopts Policy No. 43 — Purchasing System and Public Projects, which:
o Establishes a centralized purchasing system.
o Defines purchasing authority and approval thresholds.
o Updates formal and informal bidding procedures for supplies, services, and public projects.

o Establishes procedures for professional services, sole-source procurements, cooperative
purchasing, and emergency purchases.
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o Aligns District practices with applicable provisions of the Government Code and Public Contract
Code.

= Rescinds Resolution No. 2006-02, replacing outdated purchasing guidance.

Policy No. 43 also includes limited delegated authority to the District Manager to act during emergencies when
the Board is unable to meet, consistent with statutory requirements and subject to enhanced voting thresholds.

Financial Impact

Adoption of the Resolution and Policy does not create a direct fiscal impact. However, implementation is
expected to improve procurement efficiency, reduce administrative delays for routine and mid-sized public
works projects, and strengthen internal controls and compliance, resulting in long-term operational and fiscal
benefits.

District Manager’s Recommendation
The District Manager recommends adoption of Resolution No. 2026-02 and Policy No. 43 — Purchasing System and
Public Projects as proposed.

Committee Recommendation
The Joint Finance and Personnel & Policy Committees convened on February 13, 2026 and recommended
adoption of Resolution No. 2026-02 and Policy No. 43 — Purchasing System and Public Projects to the Board.

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE SAN GABRIEL VALLEY MOSQUITO AND
VECTOR CONTROL DISTRICT ELECTING TO BECOME SUBJECT TO THE UNIFORM PUBLIC
CONSTRUCTION COST ACCOUNTING ACT; AND ADOPTING POLICIES FOR INFORMAL BIDDING
REQUIREMENTS AND PROCUREMENT OF SERVICES, SUPPLIES, EQUIPMENT; AND
CONSTRUCTION OF PUBLIC WORKS

WHEREAS, the San Gabriel Valley Mosquito and Vector Control District (“District”) is authorized
under the Mosquito Abatement and Vector Control District Law (Health & Safety Code § 2000 et
seq. (the “Act”) to purchase supplies and materials; to build, repair, and maintain public works;
and contract for professional and other services that may be necessary or proper to protect
human health against vectors and vector borne diseases; and

WHEREAS, the District is required by the Act and Article 7 (commencing with Section 54201) of
Chapter 5 of Division 2 of Title 5 of the Government Code to adopt policies and procedures,
including bidding regulations, governing purchases of supplies and equipment by the District
consistent with state law; and

WHEREAS, the Uniform Public Construction Cost Accounting Act (the “UPCCAA”), California
Public Contract Code Section 22000, et seq., in conjunction with the State Controller, has
established uniform cost accounting standards and an alternative method for the bidding of
public works projects by public agencies; and

WHEREAS, California Public Contract Code Sections 22003 and 22030 provide that any local
agency that wishes to utilize the alternative procedures for bidding and contracting for Public
Projects must elect, by resolution, to become subject to the uniform construction cost accounting
procedures set forth in the UPCCAA and must notify the State Controller of its election; and

WHEREAS, the District Board of Trustees has determined that it is in the best interests of the
District to revise its existing policies for the District’'s procurement of services, supplies,
equipment; and public projects and to include in such revisions the alternative bidding
procedures for public works projects available under the UPCCAA; and

WHEREAS, California Public Contract Code Section 22034 requires public agencies that elect to
become subject to the uniform construction cost accounting procedures to enact an informal
bidding ordinance that complies with the requirements set forth in Section 22034; and

WHEREAS, the District does not have the legal authority to adopt ordinances, but rather is
governed by resolutions and policies; and

WHEREAS, Exhibit A to this Resolution sets forth a policy that would establish a centralized
purchasing system and also require the District to follow procedures governing public works
contracts and establishes, among other things, informal bidding procedures in accordance with
the requirements of the UPCCAA; and
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WHEREAS, the policy in Exhibit A includes a delegation of authority to the District Manager to
declare an emergency in the absence of the Board or its inability to meet, which delegation
requires a four-fifths (4/5) vote of approval of the Board of Trustees;

BE IT RESOLVED BY the Board of Trustees of the San Gabriel Valley Mosquito and Vector Control
District, Los Angeles County, California, as follows:

SECTION 1. UPCCAA Election. Pursuant to the authority set forth in the UPCCAA, the Board of
Trustees hereby elects to subject the District to the uniform public construction cost accounting
procedures set forth in the Act and to the policies and procedures manual and cost accounting
review procedures established by the California Uniform Construction Cost Accounting
Commission, as each may be amended from time to time.

SECTION 2. Adoption of Policy No. 43 — Purchasing System and Public Projects. The Board of
Trustees hereby approves and adopts Policy No. 43 regarding Purchasing System and Public
Projects (the “Purchasing Policy”), as set forth in the attached Exhibit A to this Resolution, which
is hereby incorporated as though set forth in full. In the event of any conflict between any
provision of the Purchasing Policy and any previously adopted Resolution or District Policy, the
provisions of the Purchasing Policy shall control.

SECTION 3. Rescission of Prior Policy. Resolution No. 2006-02 is hereby rescinded.

POLICY NO. 43 — PURCHASING SYSTEM AND PUBLIC PROJECTS

PART l.General Provisions
Section 1. Intent and Purpose.

This Policy includes procedures and requirements for the efficient procurement of supplies,
equipment, services, and public projects at the lowest competitive cost commensurate with the
quality needed for the District’s purposes and without favor or prejudice by clearly defining the
purchasing authority of District officers and officials, authority for the purchasing functions and
establishing appropriate oversight and financial controls.

This Policy has been adopted in accordance with the provisions of state law, including
Government Code Sections 54201 through 54205, to establish policies and procedures, including
bidding regulations, governing the District’s purchase of supplies, equipment, and services, and
the Uniform Public Construction Cost Accounting Act, Public Contract Code Section 22000 et seq.
District procurement of supplies, equipment, services, and public projects shall be in accordance
with this Policy and all applicable provisions of law.

Section 2. Definitions.

For the purpose of this Policy, the following definitions shall apply unless the context clearly
indicates or requires a different meaning:

A. Bidders list. A current file of sources of supply of articles for each category of commodities
repetitively purchased for District use.

B. District Manager. The Chief Executive Officer of the District, appointed by the Board of
Trustees. The District Manager, or their designee, has the exclusive authority for specific
administrative responsibility for this Policy.

C. Contractual services. Any and all telephone, gas, water, electric service; the rental or lease of
equipment and machinery, and all similar services provided by agreements, excepting
agreements for professional services or for public works projects.

D. Department. Any of the departments, offices, or other organization units of the District, and
any special agency whose affairs and funds are under the supervision and control of the Board
of Trustees and for which the Board of Trustees is ex-officio the governing body.

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E. Facility. Any plant, building, structure, ground facility, utility system (subject to the limitation
found in Public Contract Code Section 22002(b)(2)(C)), real property, streets and highways,
or other public work improvement.

F. Local bidder. A firm or individual who regularly maintains a place of business and transacts
business in, or maintains an inventory of merchandise for sale in, and is licensed by, or pays
business taxes to the District.

G. Maintenance work. Maintenance work as defined by Public Contract Code Section 22002(d)
or any successor statute thereto, including the following:

1. Routine, recurring and usual work for the preservation or protection of any publicly
owned or publicly operated facility for its intended purposes; and

2. Minor repainting; and
3. Resurfacing of streets and highways at less than one (1) inch; and

4. Landscape maintenance, including mowing, watering, trimming, pruning, planting,
replacement of plants and servicing of irrigation and sprinkler systems.

H. Non-responsive bidder. A bidder or prospective bidder who fails to furnish a responsible bid.

I.  Professional services. Services in financial, economic, accounting, engineering, legal, or
administrative matters with persons or firms specially trained and experienced and qualified
to perform such services.

J. Public project. A public project as defined by Public Contract Code Section 22002(c) or any
successor statute thereto, including the following:

1. Construction, reconstruction, erection, alteration, renovation, improvement, demolition
and repair work involving any publicly owned, leased or operated facility; and

2. Painting or repainting of any publicly owned, leased or operated facility.
Public project does not include maintenance work.

K. Purchases. Purchases of supplies, equipment, services and personal property shall include
leases or rentals of such items as well as transactions by which the District acquires
ownership.

L. Purchasing Agent. The District official responsible for administration and enforcement of this
Policy.

M. Purchasing policy limits. Such limits shall be those amounts which determine purchase
procedures. Such purchase limits shall be established by resolution of the Board of Trustees.

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N. Responsive bid. An offer, submitted by a responsible bidder in ink or typewritten form, to
furnish supplies, materials, equipment or contractual services in conformity with the
specifications, delivery terms and conditions, and other requirements included in the
invitation for bids.

0. Services. Any and all services, including but not limited to equipment service contracts.
Examples are: building roofing repairs, carpeting repairs, drapery cleaning, furniture
upholstery services, specialized lighting repair services, wall papering, plumbing, and other
such related repair or providing of such service labor as required.

P. Supplies, materials, and equipment. Any and all articles or things which shall be furnished to
or used by any department.

Section 3. Centralized Purchasing Division

A. Creation. There is created a centralized purchasing division within the Department of
Administrative Services of the District, which is vested with authority for the centralized
purchase of supplies, services, and equipment.

B. Purchasing Agent. The District Manager, or their designee, shall be the Purchasing Agent and
shall: (i) direct and manage the District's purchasing division; (ii) have authority to purchase
materials, supplies, services, equipment and other personal property required and may
negotiate contracts and agreements according to established Purchasing Policy Limits; and
(iii) furnish the Board of Trustees such reports and information regarding District purchases
as may be required or advisable.

C. Exemption from Centralized Purchasing. The Purchasing Agent may authorize Department
Directors and other designated employees to use District-issued purchasing cards for routine
purchases of supplies, materials, equipment, and services, provided that: (1) the purchase
does not exceed $10,000; and (2) the cardholder complies with all provisions outlined in
Policy No. 33 — Accounts Payable and Policy No. 40 — Credit Card Use.

PART Il.
Supplies, Materials, and Equipment; Non-Professional Services

Section 1. Applicability

All District purchases of supplies, materials, and equipment or non-professional services must be
made in accordance with bidding and Purchasing Policy Limits and procedures in this Part;
provided however that emergency procurements may be made pursuant to Part V of this Policy.

Section 2. Requisitions; Purchase Orders

A. Initiation of Purchases: Departments may initiate purchases of supplies, materials, and
equipment, and non-professional services by notifying the Purchasing Agent, or their
designee, in writing.

Policy No. 43 — Purchasing Systems and Public Projects
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B. Purchase Orders. All District purchases of supplies, materials, equipment, and non-
professional services must be made using a purchase order or executed through a written
contract unless made using a District-issued purchasing card in accordance with the
requirements of this Policy and Policy No. 40 — Credit Card Use.

C. Appropriations. No purchases of supplies, materials, and equipment or non-professional
services shall be approved unless there exist unencumbered appropriations in the fund
account against which the purchase is to be charged.

Section 3. Purchasing Policy Limits

A. Department Directors. If so authorized by the Purchasing Agent, Department Directors may
approve requisitions within their departments for purchases of supplies, materials, and
equipment or non-professional services for their departments that do not exceed $10,000.

B. Purchasing Agent. The Purchasing Agent may approve requisitions for purchases of supplies,
materials, and equipment or non-professional services that do not exceed $75,000 or may
refer such contracts to the Board of Trustees when, in their reasonable opinion, the purchase
merits the review and approval of the Board.

C. Board of Trustees. District purchases of supplies, materials, and equipment or non-
professional services that exceed $75,000 must be approved by the Board of Trustees.

Section 4. Vendor Lists

The Purchasing Agent shall maintain a Vendors List comprised of suppliers of supplies, materials,
and equipment or non-professional services and those who have either been deemed
responsible or have made a written request to be included on the list.

Section 5. Formal Bidding Procedure

The District shall purchase supplies, services, and equipment or nonprofessional services
estimated to be more than $220,000 from a responsible vendor who submits the lowest bid
based on the results of a formal bidding procedure as follows:

A. Notice Inviting Bids. The District shall publish a notice inviting bids that includes a general
description of the supplies, services, and equipment or nonprofessional services to be
purchased, state where vendors can obtain bid specifications and instructions, the amount
of the required bidder’s security (if any) and the time and place for opening bids. At least ten
(10) days before the date of the opening of the bids, the notice shall be: (i) published at least
once in a newspaper of general circulation, published in the area of the District; (ii) sent or
made available to vendors of the District’s Vendor List; and (iii) posted on the District’s
website and at such other locations as the Purchasing Agent deems appropriate.

B. Bidder’s Security. When deemed necessary by the Purchasing Agent, formal bids shall be
accompanied by security in the form of cash, cashier's check, certified check or surety bond,

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in a sum equal to ten percent of the total aggregate of the bid. The notice inviting bids shall
include the amount of the required security. Unsuccessful bidders shall be entitled to the
return of their bid security; provided, however, that a successful bidder shall forfeit the bid
security upon their refusal or failure to execute the contract within ten (10) days after the
notice of award has been mailed, unless the Districtis solely responsible for the delay in
executing the contract.

C. Performance Bonds. The Purchasing Agent or Board of Trustees, as appropriate, may require
bidders to submit a performance bond before awarding a contract in such amount as is
reasonably necessary to protect the best interest of the District. The form and the amount of
the bond shall be described in the notice giving bids.

D. Bid Opening Procedure. Sealed bids shall be submitted to the Purchasing Agent and shall be
identified as "Bids" on the envelope. Bids shall be opened in public at the time and place
stated in the public notice. In the case of a bid submitted by a local bidder as defined in
Section 2 of this Policy, the Purchasing Agent shall, for the purpose of bid comparison only,
reduce the amount of said bid by one (1%) percent. A tabulation of all bids received shall be
open for public inspection during regular business hours for a period of not less than thirty
(30) calendar days after the bid opening.

E. Award. Except as otherwise provided in this Policy, the District shall award the purchase
contract to the responsible bidder who submits the lowest responsive bid.

1. If the successful bidder refuses or fails to accept the contract award, the Purchasing
Agent or Board of Trustees, as appropriate, may either award it to the next lowest
responsible bidder who is willing to execute the contract or reject all bids and re-
advertise.

2. The Purchasing Agent or Board of Trustees, as appropriate, shall have the discretion
to reject any and all bids presented and may cause the re-advertising for bids.

3. If the District receives two (2) or more bids offering the same lowest price at the same
total amount or unit price, quality, and service at the same price the Purchasing Agent
or Board of Trustees, as appropriate, may approve the purchase from the bidder they
choose or negotiate with each of the tied bidders for a lower cost and accept the
lowest offer as between them.

F. No Bids. When the District does not receive any bids or no responsive bids are received, the
Purchasing Agent may use alternative procedures permitted under this Policy to purchase the
necessary supplies, materials, and equipment or non-professional services.

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Section 6. Alternative Procedures; Informal Bidding

The District may purchase supplies, services, and equipment or non-professional services
estimated to be less than $220,000 either on the open market, as set forth in the following
Section or after informal bidding as set forth in this Section.

A. Minimum Number of Bids. Purchases shall, wherever possible, be based on at least three (3)
bids.

B. Notice Inviting Informal Bids. The Purchasing Agent shall send the notice inviting bids to the
vendors on the Vendor List, and may solicit bids by specific written requests to prospective
vendors or by any reasonably effective public means of reaching multiple prospective
vendors.

C. Written Informal Bids. Vendors must submit written bids to the Purchasing Agent before the
deadline specified in the notice inviting bids.

D. Bid Review; Award. The Purchasing Agent shall review all written bids publicly at the time and
place stated in the notice, and the Purchasing Agent shall award the contract to the lowest
responsive and responsible bidder.

E. Records. The Purchasing Agent shall keep a written record of all informal bids for a period of
two years unless a longer period is otherwise required by law or District policy. This record,
while so kept, shall be open to public inspection.

Section 7. Alternative Procedures; Open Market Purchase

The District may purchase supplies, services, and equipment or non-professional services
estimated to be $10,000 or less, either on the open market, as set forth in this Section or after
informal bidding as set forth in the preceding Section.

A. Criteria. The Purchasing Agent may solicit proposals for the purchase of supplies, materials,
and equipment or non-professional services on the open market and identify the vendor that
best serves the needs of the District and provides the District with the highest quality and
cost effectiveness based on the following considerations, which are listed without any
implication of priority:

1. The extentto which the vendor’s proposal meets the District’s needs in terms of price,
timing, quality and quantity of supplies, materials and equipment or services supplied
to the District; and

2. The overall cost of the vendor’s proposal, including, but not limited to, pricing of the
equipment or supplies, services, delivery schedule, terms of payment, warranties,
maintenance requirements, and required site preparation; and

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3. Thevendor’s experience and qualifications in similar matters and their financial ability
to perform as required by the District; and

4. Such other reasonable factors as the Purchasing Agent deems applicable.

B. Records. The Purchasing Agent shall keep a written record of all purchases made on the open
market for a period of two years unless a longer period is otherwise required by law or District
policy. This record, while so kept, shall be open to public inspection.

Section 8. Alternative Procedures; Cooperative Purchasing Programs

District purchases of supplies, materials, and equipment, or non-professional services made
under a cooperative purchasing program, utilizing and on the same terms, conditions, and
specifications as a purchasing agreement competitively bid by the state, county, or other public
agencies, are exempt from bidding under this Policy.

Section 9. Alternative Procedures; Sole-Source Procurements

District purchases of supplies, materials, and equipment that by their nature or the District’s
specific requirements are obtainable only from a single or sole source, and not adaptable to
competitive bidding, are exempt from bidding under this Policy and may be made based on such
terms and conditions as the Purchasing Agent or the Board of Trustees, as appropriate, may deem
fair and reasonable.

PART il
Professional and Other Special Services

Section 1. Applicability

Contracts for professional and other special services made in writing are exempt from
competitive bidding requirements. This includes the contract services of attorneys, physicians,
architects, engineers, consultants, auditors, specialized printers, or other individuals or
organizations possessing a high degree of professional or specialized, skill or expertise, not
susceptible to competitive bidding, or where the service involves a contract for special activities,
negotiations for the acquisition of land, trash services, insurance bonds or any other service of a
similar nature for a particular project or series of projects.

Section 2. Purchasing Policy limits

A. Department Directors. If so, authorized by the Purchasing Agent, Department Directors may
approve District contracts for professional and other special services for their departments
that do not exceed $10,000.

B. Purchasing Agent. The Purchasing Agent may approve District contracts for professional and
other special services that do not exceed $75,000 or may refer such contracts to the Board

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of Trustees when, in their reasonable opinion, the subject matter of the contract merits the
review and approval of the Board.

C. Board of Trustees. District contracts for professional and other special services that exceed
$75,000 must be approved by the Board of Trustees.

Section 3. Solicitations and RFPs

Although competitive bidding is not required for contracts for professional and other special
services, the Purchasing Agent should solicit multiple quotes or proposals when feasible and may
publicize requests for proposals (“RFPs”) when deemed necessary.

PART IV
Public Projects

Section 1. Applicability

The awarding of contracts for Public Projects shall be administered by the Purchasing Agent
pursuant to this Part and awarded in accordance with the Uniform Public Construction Cost
Accounting Act, Public Contract Code Section 22000 et seq. To the maximum extent permitted
by law, the provision of this Part shall be alternative to any other means provided by law for
effecting the completion of Public Projects; and furthermore provided, nothing contained herein
shall limit or preclude the use of a design-build delivery method, or any other authority or
procedure provided by law, and the Board of Trustees expressly authorizes the District Manager
to utilize any such procedures.

Section 2. Classification of Projects

A. The Purchasing Agent shall review all proposed Public Projects with respect to the monetary
limits imposed by Public Contract Code Section 22032, or any successor provision thereto,
and shall designate such projects as follows:

Class . Projects that may be performed with the District's own forces by force account, by
negotiated contract, or by purchase order, which as of January 1, 2025 are projects
equal to or less than seventy-five thousand dollars ($75,000); or

Class Il. Projects that may be let by contract after informal bidding, and the Purchasing
Agent shall accomplish such identified projects by informal bidding, which as of
January 1, 2025 are projects equal to or less than two hundred twenty thousand
dollars ($220,000); or

Class lll. _Projects that may be let by contract only after formal bidding, and the Purchasing
Agent shall accomplish such identified projects by formal bidding, which as of
January 1, 2025 are projects of more than two hundred twenty thousand dollars
($220,000).

Policy No. 43 — Purchasing Systems and Public Projects
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B. Projects cannot be split to avoid any of the bidding requirements contained in Public Contract
Code Section 22000 et seq.

Section 3. Class Il Projects — Informal Bidding Procedures

Class Il projects shall be informally bid and awarded or rejected, in accordance with the provisions
of this Section and in accordance with Public Contract Code Sections 22034.

A. List of Qualified Contractors. The District Manager shall develop a list of qualified contractors
eligible to bid on projects awarded by informal bidding, in accordance with the provisions of
Public Contract Code Section 22034(a). The list shall be organized in accordance with the
license classifications of the Contractor's State License Board. Any licensed California
contractor may request to be added to the list of qualified contractors at any time by filing a
completed application with the District Manager on a form provided for thatpurpose. The
contractor will be added to the list if the contractor meets all criteria established by the
California Uniform Construction Cost Accounting Commission (Commission).

B. Notice Inviting Informal Bids. The District Manager shall cause a notice inviting informal bids
to be mailed to all contractors on the list of qualified contractors for the category of work
being bid, and/or to all construction trade journals as specified by the Commission pursuant
to Public Contract Code Section 22036. Notices inviting informal bids shall be mailed not less
than ten (10) calendar days before bids are due. The notice inviting informal bids shall
describe the public project in general terms, how to obtain more detailed information about
the project, and state the time and place for the submission of bids.

C. Plans, Specifications and Working Details. The District Manager shall have plans,
specifications and working details prepared for all Class Il projects, and such plans,
specifications and working details must be approved by the District Manager prior to
awarding the contract.

D. Bid Opening and Review. At the time provided in the notice inviting informal bids, the District
Clerk shall open all bids timely received.

E. Award. The Board of Trustees delegates the authority to award informal contracts for Class I
projects to the District Manager, who shall award the contract, if at all, to the lowest
responsible bidder. If two or more bids are the same and the lowest, the public agency may
accept the oneiit chooses. If all bids received are in excess of the maximum threshold for Class
Il projects, the District Manager shall present the matter to the Board of Trustees, which may,
by adoption of a resolution by a four-fifths vote, award the contract, at two hundred thirty-
five thousand dollars (5235,000) or less, to the lowest responsible bidder, if it determines the
District’s original cost estimate was reasonable. If no bids are received through informal
bidding, the project may be performed by the employees of the District by force account, or
negotiated contract without further complying with this Policy.

Policy No. 43 — Purchasing Systems and Public Projects
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Section 4. Class lll Projects — Formal Bidding Procedure

Class lll projects shall be formally bid and awarded or rejected, in accordance with the provisions
of this Section and in accordance with Public Contract Code Sections 22037 and 22038.

A. Notice inviting Bids. Notices inviting formal bids shall state the time and place for the
receiving and opening of sealed bids and distinctly describe the project. The notice shall be
published at least fourteen (14) calendar days before the date of opening the bids in a
newspaper of general circulation, printed and published in the District; or, if there is no such
newspaper, in a newspaper of general circulation that is circulated within the District, or, if
there is no such newspaper, publication shall be by posting the notice in at least three places
within the District as have been designated by the Board of Trustees by resolution. The notice
inviting formal bids shall also be sent electronically, if available, by electronic mail and mailed
to all construction trade journals specified in Public Contract Code Section 22036. The notice
shall be sent at least 15 calendar days before the date of opening the bids. In addition to
notice required by this section, the public agency may give such other notice as it deems
proper.

B. Plans and Specifications. The District Manager shall have plans, specifications and working
details prepared for all Class lll projects, and such plans, specifications and working details
must be approved by the Board of Trustees prior to awarding the contract.

C. Award. The Board of Trustees shall award the contract, if at all, to the lowest responsible
bidder. If two or more bids are the same and the lowest, the public agency may accept the
one it chooses. If no bids are received through formal bidding, the project may be performed
by the employees of the District by force account, or negotiated contract without further
complying with this Policy.

D. Rejection of Bids. The Board of Trustees has the discretion to reject all bids presented if the
District Manager provides written notice by mail or email at least two (2) business days prior
to the Board of Trustees meeting at which the bid will be considered of the District’s intention
to reject the bid. At such meeting, the Board of Trustees may declare that the project can be
more economically performed by employees of the District and either:

1. Abandon the project or re-advertise for bids; or

2. Upon passage of a resolution by a four-fifths (4/5) vote of the Board of Trustees
declaring that the project can be performed more economically by the employees of
the public agency, may have the project done by force account.

Section 5. Bid Protest

A. Any actual or prospective bidder, proposer, or contractor (collectively "bidder") who believes
they have been aggrieved in connection with the solicitation or award of a contract pursuant
to this Part may protest, in writing, to the office of the District Manager, within three (3)

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business days after the opening of the bids. The protest shall be deemed filed only when it is
actually received by the District. The protest shall be in writing and shall contain the following
information:

1. The name, address and telephone number of the protester;

2. The specific statutory or regulatory provision(s) that have been allegedly violated and
the specific actions that caused the same;

3. A precise statement of the relevant facts;
4. The issue or issues to be resolved;
5. Argument and authorities in support of the protest; and

B. The District Manager or their designee, shall meet and confer with the protestor in an effort
to resolve the issues described in the protest. If there is no resolution, the protest shall be
referred to the Board of Trustees. The Board of Trustees’ decision shall be final and
conclusive.

PART V
Emergency Procurements

Section 1. Emergencies

For purposes of this Part, the term "emergency" shall mean a sudden, unexpected occurrence
that poses a clear and imminent danger, requiring immediate action by the District to prevent or
mitigate the loss or impairment of life, health, property, or essential public services.

Section 2. Public Projects

A. Board Declaration. In the event of an emergency, the District, pursuant to a four-fifths (4/5)
vote of the Board of Trustees, may repair or replace a public facility, take any directly related
and immediate action required by that emergency, and procure the necessary equipment,
services, and supplies for those purposes, without giving notice for bids to let contracts and
without otherwise complying with the requirements of this Policy; provided that prior to
doing so it shall make a finding, based on substantial evidence set forth in the minutes of its
meeting, that the emergency will not permit a delay resulting from a competitive solicitation
for bids, and that the action is necessary to respond to the emergency.

B. Subsequent Review. The Board of Trustees shall review the emergency action at its next
regularly scheduled meeting and, except as specified below, at every regularly scheduled
meeting thereafter until the action is terminated, to determine, by a four-fifths vote, that
there is a need to continue the action. The Board of Trustees shall terminate the action at the
earliest possible date that conditions warrant so that the remainder of the emergency action
may be completed by giving notice for bids to let contracts.

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C. District Manager’s Authority. For the purposes of this section, the District Manager is hereby
delegated the authority to declare the public emergency in such circumstances when it is not
feasible for the Board of Trustees to meet and make its own declaration, and take such
actions as they deem necessary, consistent with the provisions of this Policy and applicable
law. The District Manager's actions shall be subject to review by the Board of Trustees not
later than seven (7) days after the action, or at its next regularly scheduled meeting if that
meeting will occur not later than fourteen (14) days after the action, and at least at every
regularly scheduled meeting thereafter until the action is terminated, to determine, by a four-
fifths (4/5) vote, that there is a need to continue the action, unless the District Manager has
terminated the action prior to the Board of Trustees’ review.

Section 3. Other Emergency Procurements

A. Board Declaration. In the event of an emergency giving rise to a need for the District to
procure supplies, materials, and equipment or services not constituting a Public Project
without complying with this Policy, the Board of Trustees may, pursuant to a four-fifths (4/5)
vote, dispense with bidding or requirements of this Policy and approve expending any sum
to procure such supplies, materials, and equipment or services needed by the District due to
the emergency.

B. District Manager’s Authority. The District Manager is hereby delegated the authority to
declare the existence of an emergency for purposes of this Section when it is infeasible for
the Board of Trustees to meet to do so, and the District Manager may thereafter procure such
supplies, materials, equipment, services as they deem necessary to address the emergency;
provided, however, that such actions by the District Manager shall be subject to prompt
review by the Board of Trustees as to the need to continue the emergency action, in the
manner provided in subsection C of Section 2, above.

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RESOLUTION NO. 2006-02
A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE SAN GABRIEL VALLEY
MOSQUITO AND VECTOR CONTROL DISTRICT AMENDING BID REGULATIONS
FOR THE PURCHASE OF SUPPLIES AND EQUIPMENT

BE IT RESOLVED BY the Board of Trustees of the San Gabriel Valley Mosquito and
Vector Control District, Los Angeles County, California, as follows:

SECTION 1. Purchasing Agent

The District Manager Shall act as a Purchasing Agent and the Director of Administrative
Services shall act as Assistant Purchasing Agent for the District. The Director of
Administrative Services shall have the authority to function as the Purchasing Agent in
the absence of the District Manager.

The Purchasing Agent shall, within the limits provided in the fiscal year budget approved
by the Board of Trustees (the “Board”), and except as hereinafter provided, purchase for
the District all materials, supplies, furnishings, equipment, livestock, poultry, and other
personal property of whatever kind and nature. No purchase of personal property by any
person other than the Purchasing Agent or the Assistant Purchasing Agent shall be
binding upon the District or constitute a lawful charge against any District fund.

SECTION 2. Bidding Requlations

$5,000 OR LESS: Materials, goods, supplies and services of less than $5,000 in value
may be purchased on the open market without bidding.

$5,001 - $20,000: When the purchase of materials, goods, supplies or service(s) is valued
between $5,0001 - $20,000, informal bidding shall be required. Such bidding may be
accomplished by written request for bids sent to selected bidders or by telephone survey
of prices, or by such other efforts directed towards obtaining at least three oral or written
bids. The bid shall be awarded by the Purchasing Agent to the lowest responsible bidder
unless the Purchasing Agent determines that the public interest requires a different
action. In that event, the Purchasing Agent shall submit a report to the Board explaining
the award.

ABOVE $20,001: When the materials, goods, supplies or service(s) to be purchased
exceeds $20,001 in value, formal bidding shall be required. Such bidding process shall
require that a notice be posted at the District office at least ten (10) days prior to the bid
opening and that formal requests for bids be solicited either by newspaper publication,
trade journal publication, or by use of a bid service. Sealed bids shall be solicited and the
bid will be awarded by the Board to the lowest responsible bidder based on the
Purchasing Agent’s analysis and recommendations of the bids and bidders, unless the
Board makes a determination that it would be in the public’s best interest to do otherwise,
which determination will be made in the record.

The Purchasing Agent shall first review all bids received to determine if they are
responsive to the notice inviting bids. The Purchasing Agent is authorized to waive minor
deviations and irregularities in the bids.
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The Purchasing Agent shall also have the authority to inspect and test products intended
to be used in any bid for quality and fitness for its intended purpose and may investigate
the character and reputation of any bidder to determine if the bidder is responsible. The
Purchasing Agent’s determination and recommendation of the lowest responsible bidder
shall be based on his/her analysis of these factors.

The contract shall be awarded by the Board to the lowest responsible bidder, except as
otherwise provided. If two or more bids are the same, the District may accept any such
bid. In its sole discretion, the Board may reject any and all bids received and it may
readvertise for bids.

SECTION 3. General Exceptions

Bidding under this Resolution is not required when:
(a) An emergency situation exists.

(b) When the services of specialized professionals are required, such as scientist,
engineers, attorneys, accountants, and technical advisors.

(c) When the item can only be obtained from one vendor, or is otherwise unique
because of its fitness for a particular use.

(d) When any other governmental agency has determined to utilized a particular
vendor for an item.

(e) When the public interest may otherwise require that bidding be dispensed with
provided that the facts constituting the basis for the exception shall be documented
by the Board or Purchasing Agent, as appropriate, and retained as part of the
District’s official records for at least two (2) years.

SECTION 4. Resolution No. 92-12 is hereby rescinded.

One-Page FAQ

What is UPCCAA?

The Uniform Public Construction Cost Accounting Act (UPCCAA) is a California law that
establishes clear, standardized cost thresholds and bidding procedures for public works
projects. It provides a consistent statewide framework for determining when formal or
informal bidding applies, while maintaining transparency, competition, and fiscal
accountability.

Why is the District considering UPCCAA?

The District is considering adoption of UPCCAA to:
« Align with current statewide public works standards
- Establish clear and consistent bidding thresholds
« Improve efficiency for smaller public works projects
- Maintain strong oversight, documentation, and compliance
< UPCCAA does not reduce oversight or waive public contracting requirements.

What rules does the District currently follow?

Currently, the District follows traditional public contracting requirements under the
California Public Contract Code and Government Code, which generally require:
« Formal bidding procedures for most public works projects
- Advertisement, sealed bids, and Board approval regardless of project size (with
limited exceptions)
« No standardized informal bidding framework specific to the District

What changes if UPCCAA is adopted?

If adopted, UPCCAA would:
- Establish state-defined cost thresholds for public works bidding
« Allow informal bidding for lower-cost projects, as permitted by law
« Preserve formal bidding for higher-cost projects
« Require documentation, competitive solicitation, and public records

Is UPCCAA commonly used?

Yes. UPCCAA is widely adopted by California cities, counties, and special districts as a
best practice for modern, compliant public works procurement.

Purpose

The purpose of this report is to present a proposed amendment to Policy No. 33 — Accounts Payable to the Board
of Trustees. The proposed amendment is limited in scope and intended solely to ensure consistency with the
proposed adoption of Resolution No. 2026-02 and Policy No. 43 — Purchasing System and Public Projects.

Background
Policy No. 33 — Accounts Payable establishes internal controls and procedures governing the authorization and

payment of District expenditures. As part of the District’s broader effort to modernize and standardize its
procurement framework, staff is proposing adoption of Resolution No. 2026-02 and Policy No. 43, which
collectively establish updated purchasing authority, procurement thresholds, and public works procedures
consistent with current state law and best practices for California special districts.

To maintain internal policy consistency and ensure clear alignment between purchasing authorization and
accounts payable procedures, a minor amendment to Policy No. 33 is necessary.

Proposed Amendment
The proposed amendment revises Section 2 — Purchases of Policy No. 33 to explicitly reference compliance with

the District’s purchasing policy. The revised language reads as follows:

Section 2. Purchasing
A. No District funds shall be expended to purchase any supplies, equipment, or services unless:

(i) the purchase cost is within the limits of the line-item budget as established by the Board of Trustees unless
otherwise approved by a majority vote of the Board of Trustees; and

(i) approved in accordance with District Policy No. 43 regarding Purchasing System and Public Projects.
Impact and Considerations

This amendment does not change payment authority, approval thresholds, or financial controls. Rather, it:

. Ensures internal policy alignment across District purchasing and payment procedures
. Reinforces compliance with the District’s centralized purchasing framework
. Improves clarity for staff, auditors, and the Board regarding applicable approval requirements

POLICY NO. 33 — ACCOUNTS PAYABLE

Section 1. Scope and Purpose

A. Procedures and controls shall exist to ensure that all expenditures are legal, duly authorized,
and necessary to achieve the goals and functions of the District. All disbursements shall be
recorded accurately, reported promptly, and processed efficiently to ensure that expenses are
paid in a timely manner to avoid late charges, finance charges, and to take advantage of
discounts.

Section 2. Purchasing

A. No District funds shall be expended to purchase any supplies, equipment; or services unless:
(i) the purchase cost is within the limits of the line-item budget as established by the Board
of Trustees unless otherwise approved by a majority vote of the Board of Trustees; and (ii)
approved in accordance with District Policy No. 43* regarding Purchasing System and Public
Projects.

Section 3. Receiving

A. The person making the purchase shall review the invoice for accuracy and compare quantities
received with quantities purchased. If an item is back ordered, the quantity received and the
guantity back ordered shall be notated on the invoice. The person making the purchase shall
sign the invoice and indicate the account to be charged.

B. Items received by mail or special delivery shall be checked against the packing slip and invoice.
Iltems not received should be notated on the invoice. The person making the purchase shall
sign the invoice and indicate the account to be charged.

C. Allitems received will be checked immediately for damage.

D. Signed invoices, receipts, and packing slips are turned into the Accounting Specialist as soon
as purchases are received and verified.

E. Fixed assets requiring an inventory number, as described in Policy No. 38**, shall be
appropriately labeled, and added to the inventory list on date of receipt. The inventory list
shall state the date of purchase, item name or description, model number, serial number,
location, and purchase price including applicable tax.

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F. Vehicles shall be numbered sequentially followed by the last two digits of the model year.
Section 4. Posting Invoices

A. Invoices shall be entered into the accounting program under the appropriate vendor. Entries
shall include the invoice number, invoice date, invoice amount, and shall distributed to the
appropriate line-item account(s).

B. If the vendor submits a monthly statement, all invoices shall be checked against the monthly
statement. Errors shall be identified and corrected prior to payment.

C. Once all invoices have been entered, an edit list will be generated, and purchase orders
created for each payee. The Director of Administrative Services shall review the edit list for
accuracy by comparing it to the invoices and purchase orders.

D. Once the Director of Administrative Services approves the edit list, the Accounting Specialist
shall post the invoices and print the Accounts Payable Register.

E. The District Manager or approved staff signatory shall:
1. Compare the Accounts Payable Register, invoices, and purchase orders to ensure accuracy.
2. Approve each accurate purchase order with a signature.

Section 5. Preparing Payments and Printing Checks

A. Allapproved purchase orders shall be selected for payment and the Accounting Specialist shall
print the checks.

B. Printed checks shall be stored in a secure area until reviewed and signed by approved
signatories.
